INTRODUCTION AND BACKGROUND

The Scottish Government is committed to tackling the issue of knife crime in Scotland, through the No Knives, Better Lives initiatives. The Scottish Youth Parliament has been an important supporter of this work and the young people of Scotland echo this stance, with our 2011 manifesto including the statement:

 “The solutions to solving the problem of knife crime lie in working with young people to tackle the root causes, not by imposing mandatory jail sentences on those caught carrying a blade.” 

Knife crime is a significant issue in many parts of Scotland and as a result, the Scottish Youth Parliament worked with the Scottish Government’s Community Safety Unit to create We-CTV.  
We-CTV is a project which represents the opposite of We-CTV – in this programme young people are in control, reporting on knife crime as they see it and seeking to spread the message amongst their peers.

For the first round of the competition, young people are asked to complete a storyboard for a short campaign ad which they think would discourage other young people from picking up a knife.  30 groups will be chosen from this first round to go on to compete in 3 regional finals, where they’ll have the opportunity to work with experts to create their films!  Each group will be invited to participate in a regional production event in early December, where they’ll be assisted in making their film and will then have until late January to submit their final masterpiece.

Films will then go to an online vote by the general public and the project will culminate in a glitzy award ceremony where the young people, their friends and family will see the official ‘Premiere’ of their films and we’ll announce 3 Regional winners and an overall winner – there’re some top notch prizes on offer, too: video cameras, laptops and even a special money-can’t-buy prize for the overall winner!
HOW TO ENTER
Show us how you would communicate an anti-knife crime message to your peers, by producing a storyboard for a campaign ad which could be shown to other young people to discourage them from picking up a knife.  

· The competition is open to young people aged 11-16, in schools, youth groups or other appropriate settings.
· A storyboard template has been provided, but any storyboard format which is no larger than A4 in size can be used.  The storyboard can include words, graphics or images as your group sees fit (subject to the We-CTV terms and conditions, p7-8).  Storyboards should not feature three dimensional elements.

· Multiple entries are permitted.

· You should return your completed storyboard, along with the entry form, to the address noted on page 6.

· A group consists of five young people aged between 11 and 16 (at December 1st 2012).  Should a young person drop out after the entry has been submitted, it will be up to the remaining entrants to replace them with another eligible young person.

· All entries must include a responsible adult (e.g. Teacher or Youth Worker) who will take duty of care for the group should they progress to the national competition.  This person will also be the main point of contact for the Scottish Youth Parliament and should be in a position to facilitate meetings of the group for the purposes of participation in the national competition.

· The entry should not have been previously published.

· Multiple entries are permitted.

· Competition entries must not contain material which could be deemed offensive, or which glamorises violence, and must deal with the subject sensitively.  Stabbing, blood or gore must not be shown or described.   Swearing is not permitted.

· No logos or branding should be included or mentioned with any entry.

· All copyright is reserved by the No Knives, Better Lives campaign.

· By accepting these Terms and Conditions you warrant that the information which you submit will not infringe the intellectual property, privacy or any other rights of any third party, and will not contain anything which is libelous, defamatory, obscene, indecent, harassing or threatening.

· Each entry assigns to the No Knives, Better Lives initiative the complete copyright and all other rights in any entry, which shall be for the full period of copyright. No Knives, Better Lives shall be free to assign such rights to third parties.
