	· Lockdown 2 has been very difficult for staff and parents.  Staff have worked really hard with regards to all the different apps that had to be used for uploading work and also for securing devices for some pupils to assist in their learning.
· With regards to the first 4/5 weeks of lockdown the guidance for Keyworkers was not very clear and open to interpretation.  A huge amount of time was spent dealing with applications and having discussions with parents about these.  The school tried to apply the guidance fairly and consistently and at times had to have discussions which were not comfortable.
· Nursery, P1, P2 & P3 returned to school and time was spent with them re-engaging and getting into a routine also staff were providing emotional wellbeing support and setting expectations.  
· Transition from P7 to High school will be a staggered approach and emails have been shared with parents/carers for the transition.
Forms shall be sent home with P7 pupils who are going to High School, The forms are required to completed and handed back in to school
