Learning:
	Reading

	· We are continuing with our class novel – ‘George’s secret Key to the Universe’ by Lucy and Stephen Hawking (‘Workshop for Literacy’ approach to explore setting, plot, characters, and vocabulary).
· Based on Primary 7 transition tasks, we are learning to identify different strategies to help understand unfamiliar texts, context clues, looking at grammar, punctuation, expression, tone, and enhance characterisation ~ Wfl links with ‘When Stars are Scattered’ by Victoria Jamieson and Omar Mohamed.
· We are using ’Read Theory’ along with the ‘Stile’ programme to develop our comprehension skills and build our vocabulary. 


	Writing

	· We are learning to create imaginative/personal pieces, using planning strategies, visual stimulus, exploring ideas and feelings and discuss/use aspects of figurative language to create more writing opportunities.   
· When planning for writing, as part of our ‘Quality Improvement writing programme’ we will be focusing on aspects of Grammar – (such as use of verbs/adjectives/nouns/adverbs etc), quantity of writing and presentation skills linking with Handwriting focus tasks.
· We are learning to link our writing skills – descriptive/persuasive  styles when working on our Primary 7 transition tasks (Linking with Madras Literacy Programme) with our main class text – ‘Stars are Scattered’.
· We are learning to apply our ongoing work on the spelling programme. Using key resources: ‘Stile’ programme, dictionaries, classroom games, Phase test assessments and themed words.


	Listening & Talking
	· We are learning to communicate with different resources for our personal projects to support our class presentations i.e – power point slides/poster demonstration/book readings etc.. 
· We are learning to practise and perform a chosen scripted text to the class, showing confidence throughout.
· We are learning to self/peer assess others during talks, assessments and discuss use of eye contact, body language, pace, gesture, and emphasis.

	Numeracy

	·  P7 revision tasks- Preparation for Madras booklets/MALT 11 assessments.
· We are learning to explore and problem -solve when using different operations to complete set sums.
· Consolidation of square, cubed, triangular and Fibonacci number patterns and sequences.  
· Consolidation of number patterns including the ‘n’th’ term. 
· We are learning about square roots. 
Algebra:
· We are learning to apply knowledge of number facts where an unknown value is represented by a symbol or a letter.
Shape, Position and Movement: 
· We are learning to recap on aspects of certain shapes/lines to measure set angles and degrees using key resources such as a compass/protractor.
Patterns/relationships:
· We are learning to generate patterns and describe rules used to form sequences using multiples, factors- square/triangular numbers.

	John Muir Award:
· We are learning to about John Muir and what factors/key skills feature to gain a John Muir Award- Explore, Discover, Conservation and Sharing.
· Residential links- During our time away in Barcaple /Abernethy, we will be participating in many outdoor activities such as climbing, hiking, orienteering, canoeing and bushcraft to enhance basic survival skills, teamwork and mapping tasks.

	· We are learning about Athletics and fitness - Focusing on balance and control, gross and fine motor skills, motivation, responsibility, and leadership.
