Learning:
	Reading

	· We are continuing to read our class novel – ‘Wonder’ by R.J Palacio (‘Workshop for Literacy’ approach to explore setting, plot, characters and vocabulary).
· We are learning to identify the different strategies to help understand unfamiliar texts, context clues, looking at grammar, punctuation, expression, tone, and enhance characterisation.
· Reading for information- Using our bookery skills, we are learning to select texts of different topics, explore aspects of vocabulary, layout using Non-fiction questioning skills with report our findings.
· We are learning to read script style text to enhance our understanding of cues, expression, and character familiarisation.
· Scottish poetry: We are learning to recite select ‘Burn’s Poetry by exploring Scots language and layout of poetry styles such as verses/sonnets.

	Writing

	· We are learning to record key information/feedback in more depth when self/peer assessing our writing to understand our next steps and positive thinking. 
· Text Type: Response/Review:
· Poetry -We are learning to discuss, plan and write poems using Sonnet style formats and the use of language through rhyme, meaning and expression – link to Scottish Poems.
· Topics/non-fiction/fiction texts- We are learning to discuss/debate/persuade others on personal accounts/opinions on author’s perspectives.
· We are learning to write personal/narrative pieces by using a range of stimuli such as Literacy Shed short clips, story dice, image only based texts and music to enhance our tools for writing to meet our Quality Improvement aims linking to aspects of Grammar.
· We are learning to apply grammar rules to support our writing: using apostrophes,adjectives, verbs,nouns, homophones and synonyms.
· We are learning to link our writing craft to our class novel (WFL) ‘Wonder’, where we explore literacy key elements of ‘Inference’, ‘Scene setting’, ‘Plot planner’ and ‘Empathiser’.

	Listening & Talking
	· We are learning to use of eye contact, body language, pace, gesture, and emphasis when delivering project ideas to the class and small groups.
· We are learning to contribute a number of relevant ideas, information and opinions when engaging with a others.
· We are learning to develop confidence when engaging with others, communicate in a clear expressive way.

	Numeracy

	· We are learning about BODMAS, linking with all number strategies, problem-solving ideas to help develop order of operations (+ -/x) when looking at more complex style sums.
· We are learning to use mental arithmetic skills to help secure our understanding with 2-12 times tables/division by using a variety of resources such as IPAD based tasks, weekly Learn it/CLIC tests, Beat that progression mats and classroom games/challenges.
· We are learning to recap, explore and link aspects of fractions, percentages and decimals using a range of manipulatives such as Numicon/base ten and Cuisenaire rods to support our understanding.
· Time: We are learning to use time tables, analogue and digital clocks to explore duration of time looking at 5/10/15 and minute intervals and recapping on 12/24 hour settings.
· We are learning to explore and work out speed, distance and time by looking at key formulas to support my understanding.
· Money: We are learning to investigate aspects of money linking to the world of work, exploring aspects of profit/loss, business planning with budgets, links to banking and currency exchange.


	People in Society and Business:

	· We are learning to Select appropriate evidence and use it to research a political issue and describe the main features of a democracy. 
· We are learning to present information about the features of local, national or European elections and discuss the work of the appropriate representative. 
· We are learning to identify the main business functions such as production, sales, marketing, and administration and take a role in setting up or running a small enterprise. 
· Evaluate the success of the enterprise by identifying profit and non-profitmaking organisations and enterprises including community service providers such as credit unions. 

	Health & Wellbeing incl.

	· We are learning about Aesthetics – Gymnastics and Dance (Scottish and Creative styles).  Focusing on balance and core strength, body and position, flexibility, confidence, and timing.  
· We are learning to perform sequences/routines using creativity, be a good audience and focus on key movements in an appropriate space. 
· We are continuing to enhance our strength and stamina by running the mile, building on certain running skills and techniques to increase heart rate and work key muscles.
· We are learning to enhance our strength and stamina by working on key fitness drills.
· Building Resilience Unit 10 – ‘Be Kind to others’- We are learning about how kindness can really make an impact on others in school, home and the community.
· We are learning to discuss/plan and organise kind ‘check ins’ in the P7 classroom and produce poems to share – ‘Positive Poems’.

	· We are learning to explore more complex of French dialect, by practising masculine/feminine grammar on topics such as:
·  Sports, classroom objects, adjectives for beauty, age. Locational language, transport, clothing, eating out, pets and animals, telling the time and French culture.

	· We are learning to recap on aspects of Sikhism.
· We are learning about significant religious figures and present our findings on – Harriet Tubman/ Mother Theresa, Nelson Mandela and Martin Luther King.
· We are learning about Easter- Passover/global celebrations of Easter.

Art: 7 Visual Elements:
· We are learning to use aspects of different elements such as line/shape/tone/pattern/texture/colour/form to create images/objects which show awareness of recognition and detail.- link to themes – Scottish images/Landscapes- All recorded in weekly artbooks.
Media:
· We are learning to apply print making skills using polystyrene, cardboard and other textures to explore different paint transfers, colour and depth of detail presented with different types of paint such as- Oil, Water colours and acrylic.
· We are learning to show understanding of what is meant by positive and negative space.
Music: Charanga:
· We are learning to performs songs in unison and in parts, individually or as part of a group, and communicates the mood and character of songs from a range of styles and cultures.
· We are learning to know, sing & perform an increasing repertoire of songs of different styles and from different countries, with increasing complexity and show that songs have a structure e.g. Verse/ Chorus – A-B-A.
     Drama: Performance links to P7 Assembly on WW 1 & Scottish Poetry/afternoon.
· We are learning to move in a set space, read/memorise scripts and perform using aspects of expression to present key characters.
· We are learning to perform with confidence, recite key parts of a poem to present in a solo/duet/trio/group format.
