Some parents have withheld permission for their child to bring their school iPad home. Their children will therefore be allocated an ipad but it will solely for use in school, they will not bring it home. 

The iPad is a teaching and learning resource and it will be used in school, just as we use other devices. The increased provision of a device per child opens up wider opportunities for teachers to use digital technology to support and enhance learning. The iPads have an effective range of teacher controls to ensure all children are on task. If, at any point, parents change their minds and would like their child to bring the iPad home to support learning out of school, they should contact school and we will arrange for the agreement forms to be completed.
