Milk

The Milk Fund for Term  2 has opened for payments. The cost will be £10.53 (at 27p per day from 27 October 2025).

Only children whose milk has been paid for by Wednesday 8 October 2025  will receive milk starting on Monday 27 October 2025. Payments must be received in advance. Milk is free to those who have applied for and are in receipt of free school meals and is ordered automatically for your child.  This does not include P1 – 5 children unless you have applied for and are in receipt of free school meals.

The preferred method of payment for Fife Council is through iPayimpact. If it is necessary for you to pay by cheque or cash, please enclose the correct amount with your child’s name in a sealed envelope by Wednesday 8 October 2025. 

Please ensure milk payments are placed in the Milk Term 2 (October – December 2025) "Milk Fund" and not in "Pre Order School Meals".
