P1-7 Flu Vaccination

Your child should have brought a letter home about this, please complete the form and return it to school as soon as possible. You should complete it even if you don’t want your child to have the vaccine because it means the NHS know your wishes – you can withhold consent on the form. Your child will not receive the vaccine in school unless you return the form giving consent. The date for the vaccines will be Thursday 25th September for P1 – P6 pupils.  As this date clashes with the P7 residential trip, their vaccinations will be administered on a different day which is still to be confirmed by the NHS.  

P6/7 Lunches

Please remember that if your child is in P6 or 7 there is not a universal free school lunch. Unless your child is registered for means tested free school meals/clothing grant/fee milk, you need to pay for their lunch through iPayImpact. Please contact the office if you need help with this.

School Transport

We have been advised that pupils using the GF1 school bus should always carry their bus pass with them.  Please ensure that your child has their bus pass when they leave the house in the morning.  If your child has lost theirs, please contact the school office.  Should you have an issue with the school bus, please contact Mrs McCallum in the school office in the first instance; she will contact Fife School Transport on your behalf  and share any response received with you.
