The following should be considered therefore, as a guide to what is reasonable and manageable.

Primary 1 and 2

Reading every day to be shared with parent
Phonic/Spelling every week
‘Talk’ homework - Literacy/Writing

Primary 3 and 4

Reading to be shared with parent

Spelling activities

Maths activity or worksheet to support prior learning

Primary 5, 6 and 7

Reading to be shared with parent (Primary 6 & 7 class novel)

Spelling

Maths activity or worksheet to support prior learning
