Actions from last meeting:
Raised beds outside needing to be fixed.  One outside area 1 has been kindly been repaired by a volunteer parent.  The one outside the nursery still requires help to be fixed and school is keen for this to be done.  Action – all to plea for help to assist

Update from school:
· School Improvement plan – a short video has been compiled to convey the SIP.  School has asked for feedback.   Action – to be cascaded on Seesaw/ pointed to School website.  
· Cllr Leslie advised there is also The Fife Improvement Plan available to view on the Council website.  
· Newsletter – wants PC feedback and will issue after this.  Action – PC to liaise with CW
· There are upcoming Brew and Blether and McMillan coffee morning events.  Action – representative from PC to attend 
· Bikeability – bid for funding in June for storage of lending bikes.  Re-applied in August.  Pending.  Volunteers are at 3… need to be up to four.  Neil made a suggestion for after school session instead of during school day.  Action – request for helpers to create team of 4
· KPS will participate in Asda- Cash pot for schools.  Action - School to promote and PC will also.
· School is considering the P7 residential options for future years.  The cost of these 4 nights are getting expensive and school is aware of rising costs for families.  Cllr Leslie advised there’s a ‘ward’ budget – possible for residential funding.  Action – Cllr to make enquiries. 
· Nursery voluntary payments have stopped. Are there other ways to fund nursery snacks etc.   PC currently don’t have plans for more contributions to nursery – two £500 wishlists were accommodated in ‘23/’24.  
· Parent query regarding before and after school club.. 8:15 start for Breakfast club is best school can offer with the volunteers they have.  After school Active school clubs only have been offered to P3/P4 so far this term.  School has requested for more coaches on different days.  Inspire offer after school care on Thursdays for P1-P3.  Volunteer-run sessions are welcomed.  Mr Minnie is kindly providing free rugby sessions to P4+ on Wednesdays.    
· Scouts committee is ready to go with a Squirrel group for Kinghorn (boys and girls age 4-6) however need an extra leader.  

Upcoming events
Events happening between now and the next PC meeting were discussed.  These will be confirmed in the school newsletter.  

Cost of school year
This has been estimated at £30 for the academic year.  Further details further below on how this is spread out.   Action – PC and school to distribute cost of year poster

Fundraising ideas
· quarterly 50/50 raffle prize - parents can be given option of taking part.  Co-ordinate in line with events such as busy ends and Nativity.
· Guessing the name of a school mascot Teddy.  

Community Support Plans 
School requires more volunteers to help within the school day e.g. helping in reading groups, breakfast club etc.  Action – School to add more info to newsletter.

Out of school achievements
Promotion of out of school celebrations.  Can be a boost for children with low self-esteem.  However, school aware not all children have access to/choose to attend out-of-school clubs etc.  School does acknowledge success at Hall of fame in reception.  

Black Rock donation
School acknowledged sport donation from Black Rock event and has spent the donation towards new ‘egg and spoon’ after feedback from the pupils that what currently is in use is not fit for purpose.  Action – School to arrange Thank You card for Black Rock sponsor.
