Literacy Reading e We are continuing to develop our skills in reading
aloud, focusing on using punctuation clues and our
Our class novel this understanding of dialogue to promote fluency and
term is ‘Odd and the expression.

In particular we will be
learning to discuss setting, plot, characters and point
of view, to identify the writer’s style and to discuss
the structure of a given a text.

e We are developing our skills in finding words in the
thesaurus and using this to support our spelling and
vocabulary.

Writing e \We are learning to write recount texts, focusing on
summarising a sequence of events and sharing our
thoughts and feelings.

e We are continuing to develop our spelling at our own
level and apply it to all areas of literacy.

e We will continue to develop our tools for writing
through Ql: this term we will be focusing on the use
of figurative language and on interesting vocabulary.

e We are learning to form letters correctly, join and
present our work neatly in handwriting.

e In Grammar we are developing our understanding of
synonyms and antonyms, apostrophes (for
possession and contractions), speech marks,
syllabification and paragraphing.

e We are learning to use a thesaurus to support the use
of a varied vocabulary.

e We are continuing to learn to check our work and to
give and receive useful, specific, kind feedback.




Listening & Talking

e We are learning to discuss our preferences and give
personal responses to a text, including relevant and
linked details.

e We are developing our presentation skills through
the use of ‘pecha kucha’ presentations, discussing
eye contact, body language and pace, use of language
and vocabulary.

Numeracy

e We are learning to order negative numbers.

e We are continuing to develop our use of addition and
subtraction- mental and written.

e We are learning about multiplication and division,
using both mental and written methods.

e We are learning to recognise multiples and factors.

e We are learning independently collect, organise,
display and interpret information using bar graphs,
tables and charts.

e We are learning to analyse and draw conclusions
from data.

e We are learning to create bar graphs using digital
technologies.

Social Studies

Topic: The Vikings/ Norse Peoples and their
visits to Scotland

e We are learning about the Norse Peoples during the
Viking Age, and their connections with and legacy in
Scotland.

e We are learning to use sources to research events in
the past.

We are fortunate to have been offered a place on the
‘Wee Big Sing’ from the Fife Youth Music Initiative.
The project will conclude in February when we will
attend a music workshop with other schools and then
take part in a performance of singing. We are
developing our use of pitch, melody, rhythm and
dynamics through our singing both in this project and
also in school as we prepare for our Christmas show.

We are learning to use technology to create graphs
(Microsoft Excel)
