Personal Learning Journal (PLJ)

Every child has a folder containing their Personal Learning Journey (PLJ). Y®&ur child
Keyworker is responsible for recording your cQiléarning and achievements throughout
their time in Nursery.



The children have free access to their own PLJs within Nursery, they can look at it and add to
their folder at any time. These folders are kept in the Nursery on a shelf accessible to the
children.

We would like to celebrate all of our children's achievements both in Nursery and outwith.
We encourage families to help us celebrate these achievements by sharing these
achievements with staff, this can be through SEESAW so these can ne celebrated on our
'‘Wider Achievement Board'. This is an opportunity for your child to share those special
moments, which could be ‘brushing their teeth by themselves or counting to 10, attending a
new club/sport'.

SNACK

Our children have the opportunity to have snack during Nursery, we provide them with a
variety of different options for snack, adhering to health promotion 'Setting the Table'
guidance (https://www.gov.scot/binaries/content/documents/govscot/publications/advice
and-guidance/2024/10/settingtable-guidance/documents/settingable-guidance/setting
table-guidance/govscot%3Adocument/settitigble-guidance.pdf ) . There is also access to
milk and water throughout the Nursery day, the children are encouraged to independently
access water/milk, adult support given when required. Therefore there is no need to provide
your child with a water bottle as they have free flow access to water/milk.
