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1. How to get started: Think carefully about what you want your project to be about. It should be something you're interested in. You don't want to spend ages on something you're not that keen on. You need to be able to find enough information about it. Think about how you can do this. Some useful sources of information are: books from the classroom, school library, books from home, the internet, public library, magazines, newspapers, people you know. Can you think of others? How will you get to the information you want? You can have time in school to look for books. Is there someone who can take you to a public library?
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2.
Make a mind map: with your chosen subject in the middle.   Draw branches with ALL the possible areas you might want to research. When you have done this, check to see that there is enough information to find out about so that your project is not too short.
3.
Look at your mind map: Use a highlighter to group similar branches together. You should end up with several different colours on your mind map. Each of these colours will represent a different topic for you to research. There might be an obvious order for you to write about each different topic. Decide on the order in which you are going to present your information. Number each topic.
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4.
Choose the topic you are going to investigate first. Start gathering all the information you want to use. As well as parts of books, you may want to use illustrations, maps, graphs, tables with information, leaflets, tickets, objects which can be stuck in, photographs, etc.

5. Start writing: Remember, no matter how sure you are that you won't make any mistakes, you probably will. Make this your first draft then you won't be too disappointed if you want to change things later. The headings on your mind map should give you some good starting points. Use them as headings on each piece of writing you do. Don't do detailed drawings on your work at the moment. - Either leave space for them to go in later or draw them on blank pieces of paper to stick in when you're sure you've got the rest right. Don't copy whole paragraphs straight from books. (We can tell if it's your work or not!) Instead, think about what the text says, decide what you want to write and then write it down in your own words. Add your own thoughts and opinions. Before you do your final good copy, get someone to check over your work for any mistakes. Be prepared to take their advice. Start your good copy when you're not too tired as you're less likely to make mistakes then. Don't try to do too much at one time. A small amount of good work is better than a lot that's scrappy. 
6. Keeping going. Try to finish one section of your project properly before starting another. Keep your good copies in a safe place like a folder. Number your pages lightly in pencil as you may need to change numbers later. Think about how you're going to present your information. You may want to start with a introduction or end with a summary. You might like to think of including jokes, word searches, crosswords or puzzles. Once you're happy with one section, go back to your mind map and start on the next. You will probably find that you change what you want to do as you go along. This is fine as long as it fits in with your mind map. If you run out of ideas, it may be because the original topic you chose wasn't big enough. You may be able to enlarge it. Ask for help when you need to. When you have finished your entire project, it is time to put it together and make a contents page. This goes at the front just inside the cover. It will have the same headings as the topics you investigated. Now is the time to finalise page numbers.
7. Check what you've done. All work should be neat. Remember good spelling, handwriting and punctuation are important. Pictures can be trimmed, mounted or shaped. All illustrations should be properly labelled. Be artistic with lettering for titles. You can use felt pens, crayons, paints and coloured pencils to make your work attractive. If you are typing your project show your knowledge of ICT by using fancy fonts and copying and pasting of pictures (Please do not copy and paste passages of text from the internet, we want information in your own words!) The page numbers in your contents page should match the page numbers where your work is.
Remember, these ideas are not the only ones. Listen to advice from other people. They have good ideas too. This is your chance to investigate something that you want to. Choose carefully and enjoy doing it. Don't leave it all until the last minute.
