Parental Agreement

Fife Council provides P6-S6 pupils with an iPad to support their learning in and out of school. These devices help develop digital

skills and allow all learners to access innovative learning tools across all subjects.

By your child using this iPad, you, as a parent/carer, agree to the following terms:

a Using and Keeping the iPad
The iPad is for educational purposes.
If your child moves to another Fife Council school, they retain the device.
The iPad must not be loaned to others.
e Responsibility at Home
As a parent/carer, you are responsible for the safe storage and use of the iPad at home.

It should be stored securely when not in use.

e Customisation and Personalisation

No stickers or markings should be placed on the iPad or case.

However, an insert inside the clear case is allowed.

o Internet Use and Security

The iPad can be connected to Wi-Fi at home or anywhere.
A built-in internet filter ensures safe browsing on any Wi-Fi.

No attempts should be made to bypass internet filtering or security settings.

e Bringing the iPad to school

Pupils should bring their iPad to school fully charged every day.

They are responsible for its safe transport to and from school.

° Lost, Stolen, or Damaged iPads

If the iPad is lost, stolen, or damaged, report it to the school immediately.
If the iPad is stolen outside of the school, the police must be informed and a crime reference number obtained, before informing the school.
If the iPad becomes faulty, contact the school for support.

Families will be informed of any repair costs through discussions with senior staff, which can be found here: Repair and Replacement Costs.

0 Online Safety and Responsibility

While Fife Council takes every step to ensure online safety, they are not responsible for any harm or misuse.

0 Returning the iPad

If your child leaves Fife Council Education, the iPad must be returned to their school.

The iPad, case, charger, and cable should be returned in good condition (allowing for normal wear and tear).
