Under Three Provision


Our under three provision is for two year old children who have been allocated a place at Rimbleton Nursery from the two year old panel held at Ladybird Nurture Centre in Glenrothes.

This nursery room has the capacity to cater for 20 children.
 At present we have staffing to accommodate a maximum of 15 children.

The ratio of adults to children within this room is 1:5

Nursery times

From August 2020, we will offer 1140 hours, 6 hours per session.  The nursery times will be -

Monday to Friday: - 9.00am until 3.00pm

Please note:
· The nursery has one entrance at the rear of the school. 
· Security reasons mean that this door is locked and parents need to ring a bell to gain entry.
· Please collect your child within the stated time frame; this allows our staff to focus on evaluating your child’s learning experiences and plan next steps. 
· Please refrain from parking in the school grounds, only parents/carers who have a blue badge can park at the rear car park.

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Our Aim


In our pre-three room we aim to provide a secure, happy, stimulating environment for the children to explore, to experiment and to develop at their own pace through play.
We encourage independence however we are always on hand to offer support when necessary.
Parents are welcome anytime as we have an open-door policy.

Clothing
We would advise you to dress your child in old, comfortable clothes for coming to nursery so they can explore the environment and experiment with paint and glue without the fear of getting dirty. Please bring a spare set of clothes to nursery, so that we have a change should your child get wet in the water tray or have an accident.
We recommend soft shoes for the nursery. Please also bring a coat for your child as we try and get out to play even if the weather is not very good.
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Snack Time

Children are offered a snack during their session.
This normally consists of fruit, yoghurts, toast, biscuits and cheese, with milk or water to drink.  Please let us know if your child is allergic to any foods or has a special dietary requirement.
We have a small charge for sessions:
· 5 days - £1.50
· 4 days - £1.20
· 3 days - £0.90
· 2 days – £0.60


                                  Lunch

Lunch is provided for your child by Fife Council.
Lunch menus will be shared with you and can be viewed online. You may prefer for your child to have a packed lunch and this can be accommodated.



Attendance

If your child is unable to attend nursery then please let us know by sending a text message to our absence line - 07860004816.
Our attendance policy states that if you do not let us know, then we will phone you to see where your child is.  If we are unable to gain contact via a phone call, we will contact other involved professionals to discuss further.



Collecting your child

The safety of our children is very important, and we ask that your child be brought to and collected from our nursery by a responsible adult. If, at any time, you are unable to collect your child yourself then please let us know who will take your place.

Outdoor Learning

We have a lovely nursery garden attached to our under three room which children can access directly from the nursery. We make use of this outdoor area all year round. We can provide the children with wellies and waterproof clothing should they need it on wet and snowy days.
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Health and Safety

· First Aid: A first aid box is always available within the nursery and we have trained staff members within the school.

· Accidents/Incidents:- in the event of an accident or incident at nursery you will be asked to sign an accident or incident form. These are regularly monitored. 

· Care Plans: All parents/carers will be asked to complete a care plan for their child, and these will be updated and signed every 6 months. 

· In case of an emergency we ask that you provide us with two emergency contact phone numbers, and please can you inform us should these numbers change throughout the year.

· Fire Drills: We have regular fire drills throughout each term. To aid us in this process we need to know who is in our school/nursery at all times. Please ensure you sign your child in and out of nursery. 

· Headlice: From time to time we have lice in the Nursery, please start a routine of checking your child’s hair regularly.  Your child can continue to attend nursery with head-lice however, we ask you to let us know and start treatment as soon as possible.  We recommend a bone comb through wet, heavily conditioned hair.

· Illnesses: There are always coughs and colds going around the nursery.  We encourage children to follow good hand hygiene however, bugs spread.  Should you feel your child has something contagious then please do not send them into nursery and let us know. There is a leaflet available that will advise you of times that children need to remain away from nursery following certain common illnesses. If your child has had sickness and/or diarrhoea, then they will not be fit to return to nursery until 48 hours following their last bout.

· [image: ]Suncream: We work a Safe Sun Policy at Rimbleton, this means that children should wear sunscreen and hats when outside on sunny days.  We ask that parents apply sun-cream to their child before they come into nursery.   However, we do have sun cream within the nursery that staff can apply. 


Care and Welfare

Care and Welfare is ensuring that all our children are safe, healthy, achieving, nurtured, active, respected, responsible and included in nursery, at home and the community.  Staff work together with parents/carers and other agencies to ensure the safety and protection of all children in all situations.  Any concerns regarding care and welfare should be referred to a member of staff.


Child Protection

We have a duty of care to the children we see, and we have to make sure they are safe.  The welfare of children is paramount to staff at Rimbleton.

[bookmark: _Hlk73447620]Should a child inform us or show signs that they are at risk from harm then we have a duty to report our concerns to either Social Work or Police Scotland.  This may be done without parental consent.

Parents/Carers

We encourage parents to have regular contact with staff.  Our staff are always happy to discuss how your child is progressing in nursery and we are available if you need some support or advice.
Our main form of communication with home is through Seesaw. Staff will post information using the journal and may also communicate with you privately via messenger to share specific details or pictures of your child. 
We run a programme of parent groups, activities and learning sessions throughout the year.
