School will start at 9 am as per usual, the children will be asked to line up in their new classes, the teachers will be out on the playground and there will be chalk markings on the floor showing the children where to stand. The leadership team will be on the playground to help with the guiding of all children to their classroom, so can I please ask that any family updates from the summer are given in the privacy of the offices after 9 am. The P1 staff will send a see- saw message to all P1 families with the details for the morning. See-saw for families in P2 -P5 will be established within the coming days. School finishes as usual at 3:10pm and the children can be collected from the area of the playground where they were dropped off at in the morning. 

BREAKFAST CLUB WIL START ON MONDAY 26TH AUGUST. 
Breakfast club is from 8:30 – 8:50 for a cost of 30p a day, for this cost children can choose from toast and cereal along with a juice. Please note there will be no adult supervision available before 8:30am. 

Medication 
Any medication that comes into school should be brought directly to the office by an adult. Teachers or PSAs are unable to accept any medication as per Fife guidelines. Any medication that is received by the school requires a prescription label and paperwork completed by parent / carer, this includes asthma inhalers.

School Uniform
The class teacher will let your child know their gym day. On this day children can wear ‘gym’ clothes to school, however, PLEASE NO FOOTBALL KITS / SHIRTS. Otherwise, the school uniform is as follows: 
a Navy/black jumper or cardigan and navy/black trousers or skirt (please no jeans.) If you would like to order a branded item of uniform the link below will take you directly to the website. Can I please implore that you label your child’s possessions as this makes reuniting item and owner so much easier!
