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Numeracy is one of the key elements of the Curriculum for
Excellence and is the responsibility of all practitioners who
are involved with children.

There are many things you can do at home to promote your
child’s early numeracy skills, such as:

Point out numbers around the house such as door
numbers, clocks, calendar.

e Encourage your child to look for numbers in the local
environment such as number plates, bus timetables,
road signs.

e Provide containers of different sizes and capacities.

e Provide different shaped containers such as egg boxes,
tins, cake trays.

e Collect with your child a variety of loose parts such as alg,

stones, twigs, pinecones, conkers.

e Provide a variety of different mark making tools such
as chalk, paintbrushes (could use outdoors with water),
pens, pencils.



e Make your own play dough with flour, salt and water.

This can be great for children to mould different

humbers and shapes.

These materials can be used for a variety of purposes -
number recognition, ordering, sorting and matching, forming
humber shapes.

Everyone learns at their own pace, so have fun with
nhumbers! No pressure.
