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They are supported to extend their concentration skills for longer periods of time in order to listen to stories. They are encouraged to listen for particular purposes e.g. sound, rhymes, events. They are also encouraged to respond to the stories by talking about what they liked or how it relates to their lives. 


Children will also learn a variety of new words through the stories they hear. 


Sometimes children begin to recognise particular words and begin to read for themselves or to re-tell stories, using the pictures to help them.





The Book Corner also provides opportunities for early learning across the curriculum as children learn about the world they live in and make sense of their lives through the books they read and look at. Listening to stories also supports children in preparing for new events in their life, such as a new baby or going to hospital. They also help children appreciate the similarities and differences between themselves, their families and other people in our country and around the world. 


We try to ensure we provide a variety of books which expose children to different cultures and which do not portray stereotypes.


  





The Book Corner is always available in the Nursery. It is a comfortable area where children can choose to look at books by themselves or with friends. It is also a place where larger groups may gather together to share a story. 


Depending on the weather there are also opportunities to have an outdoor book area.





In addition to a variety of books; story tapes, puppets, props and rhymes are also available in the Book Corner. This helps children engage with books and extend their interest.


Children are taught how to handle books and tidy them away when they are finished, as well as learning book related words, such as author and illustrator.





The Book Corner offers children many opportunities for learning, with a main focus on the children’s development in literacy. Children begin to learn the link between the spoken word and the ‘marks’ on the paper and the difference between the picture and the text.




















Of course the Book Corner is not the only place in Nursery where books are used. Books can be found in different areas around the Nursery to promote children’s learning, further their interest, spark their curiosity and help children understand how books link to different activities and contexts. For example the block area might have a book about space rockets after the children have been observed building their own rocket; the home corner always has a variety of reading material – cook books, bedtime stories, magazines etc (just the kind of books we all have at home!)


Display and interest tables will also normally have a linked book.
