Seesaw App: When your child starts school, they will get a secure code for the family to join Seesaw. This is a secure way for the class teacher to share your child’s learning or if appropriate whole class activities. 
Things you need to know

1. Uniform - see uniform sheet.  We do strongly encourage uniform, easier for you, and very much helps us to encourage a feeling of belonging to our school.  We change at school for gym and gym uniform is plain joggers/shorts and t-shirts. No football colours should be worn. We have items of second hand uniform in our Parent’s Room. Please have a look and take anything you need. You can leave a donation if you wish.
2. Labels – please make sure your child has names on all clothing, etc.  We do our best to keep track, but with many children taking off coats and jumpers during the day, we have boxes full of items of uniforms with no names. This makes it very hard to get the correct pieces of clothing back to the owner. 
3. Physical Education – You will be told your child’s gym day.  We encourage children to change at school into their gym kit for these sessions.
4. Wet Weather – If children arrive in wellingtons, please ensure they have a change of footwear with them.  They are kept in on wet days, supervised in the classroom, with games, TV, etc.

5. Dinner Times – School lunch starts  from 12.35pm, whether packed lunch, home lunch or school dinner.  School lunches are currently free for Primaries One to Five.  House and Vice Captains, support staff and the leadership team supervise in the hall.  

6. Playground – We have playground supervisors.  The Leadership Team are on duty every lunchtime to deal with squabbles, upsets, etc, and possible misdemeanours.  Simple bits of nonsense are dealt with firmly but sensitively.  If more serious issues are involved, we will inform you by phone/letter. Warout adopts a nurturing approach to playground upsets and fall outs between pupils, allowing our children to have time to engage in restorative conversations that allow pupils to understand the impact of certain behaviours on others and themselves. 

7. Attendance – School attendance is compulsory.  At school your child needs to attend as often as possible to maximise learning.  Unexplained absences will be queried and followed up.  We monitor attendance monthly and letters and meetings will be arranged if your child’s attendance follows below 90%. We would ask you to take your child out of school only where it is unavoidable, as frequent broken attendance does lead to broken education.  If for any reason you are having difficulty getting your child to school, please let us know. 
8. Medical – The school health team come in to work with P1 and conduct a simple medical. If the School Nurse, wishes to see your child, you will be informed.  Equally, if you have any worries you wish to discuss with her, an appointment can be arranged.
HINTS AND TIPS FOR SCHOOL

1. Please make sure your child arrives in time.  If you sleep in, let us know and bring your child as soon as possible (with a note).

2. Do make sure your child gets enough sleep.

3. Do provide a school bag, preferably one which can be worn on the back.

4. Do take care of our reading books, or any other school books which are sent home to you.  They are expensive to buy, and we would have to ask you to supply the replacement cost of any book lost or damaged.

5. Try hard not to compare your child to others.  Each child is an individual and will proceed at his or her own learning rate.  If you have concerns, please speak to us.  Children can become very anxious if they feel they are not doing as well as mum/dad had hoped.

6. Do not encourage children to bring toys to school.  They can get broken or lost and this can lead to broken friendships and tears.

7. We do like to see you for your child’s Parent Interview (twice yearly).  It is an ideal opportunity for us to renew contact with you if we have not seen you at other times and offers you an up-to-date verbal snapshot of how your child is doing and gives you a chance to hear first-hand from the teacher the nature and level of work your child is undertaking.
8. We also encourage you to attend our Shared Starts and Finishes. You will be when these will take place when your child starts school. 
Support of parents

Parents can help us by preparing their child for life at school.  Explain the importance of co-operation and sharing, working hard and giving of their best at all times.  We in turn, will keep parents informed if there is a problem, as

together, it can usually be resolved before it becomes too serious.

Please consider joining our active Parent Council that meets at 2pm on the first Tuesday of every month.

Lastly

Money in respect of class trips, photographs and school shows, etc should be brought to school in an envelope clearly marked with your child’s name, class and details of what the payment is for. An I payment system is available for parents to order and pay for school lunches.
Please phone 01592 583486 before 9.30 a.m. if your child is absent. You may get a text from us asking about attendance if your child is not here and we haven’t heard from you so please ensure if your child is late that they are signed into the late book at reception so that the register can be altered accordingly.  Please remember that when your child returns to school from an absence you must still provide a written explanation of your child’s absence. 

I would also like to take this opportunity to remind you that your child should not return to school until at least 48 hours after a bout of sickness or diarrhoea.
