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Introduction

At Westfield Family Nurture Centre we appreciate that each child is an individual and will be at different developmental stages. We will work with parents/carers to support toilet-training, respecting home routines and care programmes. Some children will require support in coping with toileting procedures. All children will be treated equally, fairly and with dignity. 

If “accidents” occur in nursery we will:
· ensure the privacy and dignity of your child is maintained 

· not make a fuss

· encourage your child to be as independent as possible 

· help to clean your child, if necessary 

· help to change your child’s clothes 

· put dirty clothes into a carrier bag (which will be put in the wet clothes box for collection at home time). 

· ask that nursery clothes are cleaned and returned to nursery as soon as possible 

· inform the parent/carer and ask you to sign the changing book. 

Children in nappies or pull-ups will be checked/changed at least once during their 3 hour 10 minutes session. We ask that you provide spare nappies and wipes which will be kept in a labelled box in the changing room. The nursery keeps a supply of spare clothes and welcomes donations, particularly underwear. We ask that you provide a full change of clothing for your child, these will be kept in the bag on your child’s peg.
If staff notice a change in your child’s toileting pattern they will discuss this with you. Equally they would appreciate any information from you relating to toileting, e.g. medicine affecting normal toileting – constipation, loose bowels.

New situations can also cause upset, e.g. new baby/move of house/separation. Please keep us informed so we can be ready to support your child.
