Improvements and achievements 

Leading change
· The challenge leader of learning improved almost all children’s writing in Primary 4
· Funding supported more teaching hours for children and allowed Mrs Wallace to lead attendance strategy
· The Junior Leadership Team supported change in the school
·  ‘Big Think’ days allowed us to work with families on change in the school
· All children had the chance to develop a rights mascot – Mango the Meerkat
· Children talked a lot about the vision and values for the school and know our motto very well

Learning, teaching and assessment 
· We achieved Rights Respecting Silver Award
· We used talk partners in every class
· We improved feedback to improve learning in every class
· All children have had their engagement enhanced by visiting experts and trips for example to Stirling Castle
· Children learned with The Hidden Gardens and Big Noise
· We know English Language Levels better, with each child now having a profile to support learning
Promoting well-being equality and inclusion 
· We are working with a range of counsellors to support children’s wellbeing
· All staff promoted positive relationships using restorative conversations
· We worked with families on attendance and this has got better
· All children are asked regularly about their wellbeing and all have a champion they can talk to 
· Our anti-racism club planned and organised a cultural week
· We had a cultural fashion show in which all cultures and languages got a chance to shine

Raising attainment and recognising achievement 
· The majority of children attended at least one after school club
· All P1 and P2 children engaged in Big Noise music sessions, with some children developing skills in playing instruments to participate in Big Noise Orchestras
· We achieved an International Education Award for our work during cultural week
· Ms Smith and children got our own book of stories published ‘We Tell Stories’ 
· We worked with the University of Strathclyde to improve how we teach our learners and improved reading and talking and listening for the majority of learners
