Litter – Evidence and measurement 2017-19
	Action 
	Measurement: Achievements an success 

	Survey the playground and see where the problem areas are. 
	The children surveyed the areas and took note of areas that were “hot spots” for litter. These were generally corners of playgrounds. The Eco Committee spoke at assembly more than once about using bins and promoted the message of a litter free environment. The children took note on random playground checks to note the level of litter under the code of traffic lights – Red, unacceptable, Amber some litter, Green – no litter. 

Litter pickers are available for children to use at all times. 



	Survey the pupils and ask them where they would like the bins to be placed. 
	Survey was completed and one new bin was purchased for the P4-7 playground. 
All classes have general waste bin and recycling bins. Class assigned the weekly task to empty recycling bins. 

	Introduce a reward system in the playground for children who bin or recycle their rubbish. 
	House points are used to award pupils. These are added up every week to promote teamwork. P7 pupils responsible for collating points. House (there are four) that has most points gets an extra ten minutes play on a Friday.

School Grounds – Evidence and measurement 2017-19
	Action 
	Measurement: Achievements an success 

	New bike racks to used effectively – ensure all bikes and scooters are safe during school day
	Bike shed in full use by June 2018. This has been a significant resource for the school with cycling offered to all ages. All pupils now offered to ride to school safely and know the expectation is to wear a helmet for safety. Opening of bike shed was well attended with parent council, MP and other invited guests. Group of children cycled from Lambhill Stables on day. Lambhill Stables have organised two one bike safety day where pupils are invited to bring own bike for free bike check including chains, brakes etc being replaced. This partnership continues. 

	Develop gardens and gardening equipment in the school playground.
	 Loose play has been timetabled for infant and senior playground. Committee have been involved in taking away broken and unsafe items.. This was built in Oct 2019. This was documented by the school reporters club who wrote an article in the school newspaper about it., Developments around this space are on-going with parent council and volunteers being involved. 

	Develop garden within school grounds, including an outdoor classroom, seating areas and outdoor classroom kits for classes to use.
	School had an established garden area in school grounds. This became overgrown as a tree was deemed unsafe to be near. The area was cordoned off and pupils and staff advised not to go near for safety reasons. The school waited for over a year for this tree to be taken down and eventually, in Jan 2020, the tree was cut down and removed. The result of this area being overgrown and the equipment need to cut the tree has destroyed the valued growing space. The school intends starting again in April 2020.Outdoor kits including den building equipment has been purchased and is a positive addition to the existing outdoor play equipment. These are also used during nursery to P1 transition days where nursery children work with their new buddies to build dens then read stories to each other. 

	 Outdoor space to be further planted
	Trees and plants have been secured through funding each year and are planted to enhance existing spaces. Tubs have been introduced and pupils have enjoyed plating and tending these. This is promoted through class displays as well as  school social media. 

	Improve the playground equipment
	New toys bought annually to replace old and broken equipment. PEF and grant funded the construction of outdoor classroom. Safe use of this is discussed at assemblies. Rota for pupils to keep storage areas tidy and report any broken equipment. 

	Improve P1 playground to promote play pedagogy
	Ongoing training and CLPL is informing best practice. Parent donated £400 which has been identified as funds for the development of this area. To date picnic bench, planting tubs, mud kitchen, pots and pans music area,den and pallets to encourage building etc have been introduced. This is an ongoing development.

	Bike shed in full use by June 2018. This has been a significant resource for the school with cycling offered to all ages. All pupils now offered to ride to school safely and know the expectation is to wear a helmet for safety

	Bikeablity for pupils to promote safe cycling  
	Teacher trained in Autumn 2018 and began offering session of Bikeability Level 1 to P6 and P7 and Level 2 to P7 pupils. This is now a biannually offer to pupils to maximise safe cycling. 
The school participated in the Sustrans Big Pedal April 2019

	 Journey to school  survey
	Hands up survey completed Sept 2018 and 2019 JRSO responsible for collating information. 
Child Friendly Primary School applied for 6th Dec 2018

School travel plan updated including parent consultation in Dec 2018. 

	Safe parking campaign
	Parent Council and HT have had numerous discussions regarding promotion of safe parking. This has been added to newsletters and support has been given form the authority, Bobby McCulloch, to promote message. HT has spoken to community police and local housing officers to ask for support and suggested ideas. 
Funding was secured (£350) to buy tow “little people” to have on roadside to indicate where not to park. Signs were added to gate area to promote safe parking choices. 

This is an ongoing issue. 

	Use of cycle paths
	The school is close to a canal which has accessible cycle paths. These have been accessed by all pupil on their way to the outdoor activity day at Lambhill Stables from Feb 2019 – June 2019. During these days, some pupils cyclyed along the paths as other children were either on kayaks or in the motor boat. This partnership will continue as well as use of the cycle paths where possible.
