	Suggestions for helping your child:



	Encourage them to read aloud every night for at least 15 minutes

	Ask them to tell you about one thing they learned that day or one thing they found challenging

	Frequent but short practise of tables including asking questions

	Please remember that homework does not always have to be written -  games and oral activities are a better way of practising skills


Homework

Practising Tables

We will continue to give the children a times table to focus on this term. Please have them chant the table regularly but also ask them questions from the table to check their recall. Also make sure some of these questions include division, e.g.

2 x 5 =

10 ÷ 5 =

This really ensures the children know their tables inside and out.

Spelling

The children will receive words in their jotters on a Monday. Over the week they will be expected to complete 2 or 3 activities from the list. They can choose which activities they want to do and can do the same ones or different ones each week. If they have other activities that they prefer to do instead then that is great.
Reading

We will not be giving out reading books but the children can borrow books from the school to read at home. It doesn’t really matter what they read as long as they enjoy it and are engaged by it. Remember not to just listen to them read but also to ask one or two questions about what they have just read.

Homework will normally be given out on a Monday and expected to be handed back in on Friday. Children can bring it in earlier if they wish or hand it in first thing on Monday. Please sign your child’s work so we know you have seen it.
