Practise speed skip counting in different amounts. Use a 3 min timer. How many jumps of 2 or 5 or 10 can you get in the time given?





Learn the 4 times table by heart. Make up word problems that use the 4x table facts.


Eg. There are 4 trees and each tree has 5 apples on it. So there are 20 apples altogether.





Choose a number of the day. Create a poster showing all the different ways to make this number.

Eg. Can of coke 330 ml





Draw a symmetrical pattern. Remember to draw the line of symmetry.





How many different ways can you make coins add up to £1.00?  Then try £2.00 0r £5.00.





Draw a pirate map on a 10 by 10 square grid. Plot different coordinates.








Help measure out the ingredients for a recipe you are making.








Make some 0-9 digit cards. How many different 3 digit numbers can you make ?








If the letter a=1, b=2, c=3 and so on, find an interesting word that has a higher value than 100.


e.g. university = 162





Draw analogue/digital clocks to show what you do in a day.
