	Think about the Rights of the Child. Write about one that is important to you and say why. Draw a picture of it.

	Practise your tables. Choose one and test yourself. Use a timer to write it out a few times. Write down your fastest time.
	Make a booklet showing the layers of the Earth. Colour and label it.
