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The Families in Partnership Transition Project aimed to increase levels of meaningful family engagement with pre-school families around transition to primary school. It was designed in response to parent and staff feedback from 2021, and the Covid uncertainty about parents/carers being able to attend events in their child’s nursery. At the point of delivery restrictions had eased, and many nurseries used the project to reconnect with their families. 
This year the Family Learning Team provided training, support and resources to all 112 GCC Early Years and 120 Partner Funded establishments, with a total of 6811 quality family learning kits distributed.  The Scottish Childminding Association and the EAL Team were also involved, ensuring we reached every family with a child starting school.  Resources were made available in eight community languages and adapted for ASN use. 
In total there were 75 completed HGIOP evaluations, with 46% of GCC and 20% of partnership establishments returning a comprehensive self-evaluation. The following analysis and impact statements are taken from these returns.
          
           ‘We have had such positive feedback from both children and their families. Our parents have all been added in a group chat where educators have been sharing activities and have had the same response from parents sharing videos and photos of what they have been doing from home. The 8 community language ‘Read Alouds’ were viewed an average of 150 times each. 


Although it was not required as part of programme delivery, 46% of returned evaluations highlighted extension activities and 84% outlined plans for building and sustaining the project.  Some examples of extension activities include parents being filmed reading the Everywhere Bear book in their first language and sharing on social media, families of children with ASN needs making their own activities, and nurseries holding family teddy bears picnics.  Some nurseries had a ‘Lending Teddy Bear’ which the children named and had turns taking home, and one nursery had an outing to a Build a Bear Workshop. Most establishments aim to sustain the project and a variety of plans were shared, such as training more of the nursery staff in the benefits of family learning; offering regular themed family Stay and Play Sessions, and building on the links made with their Primary One Teacher. Some nurseries wrote about increasing their parental engagement by offering volunteering opportunities, holding parent consultation events, and considering more tailored engagement strategies to reach more parents. 
Practitioners’ views on the project were sought, and almost all responses were positive, with statements such as ‘planning, delivery and communication was good, and the online information sessions very useful’ - staff member, Glasgow Clyde College. The team delivered seven support webinars for staff with a total of 190 attendances.  A few staff responses reflected some of the challenges the Family Learning team faced in delivering the project.  A delay in the delivery of the book meant that some nurseries felt the delivery timescale was tight and would have appreciated being able to start the project earlier. Some nurseries were also experiencing staff shortages due to Covid. The scale of the project meant that our team of six Family Learning Officers couldn’t visit every establishment, and while nurseries reported they appreciated the supportive phone calls, emails and webinars, there was less reciprocal engagement on average with the partnership nurseries than GCC establishments.
Going forward we have extended the project into Primary One, and 74 schools have attended training to deliver a Family Learning programme with extension activities using the Everywhere Bear Book during September 2022.  The team will also be delivering a webinar on the project at this year’s Scottish Learning Festival, and we intend to convene a working group to plan next year’s project, considering findings from this year’s evaluations.
