	Outcomes
	Intended Outcomes and Benefits of Session
· Almost all relationships between parents/carers, children and school staff are strengthened, thereby reinforcing family bonds and building on the home/school relationship.

· Almost all participants experience increased parental involvement in their child’s learning at home and in the community.
· Almost all children have opportunities to develop confidence and skills which will enable a smooth and continued transition throughout primary one. 
· Most parents/carers report a better understanding of school learning approaches and an increased confidence in their role in supporting their child’s learning and development in Primary 1.

	1. Introduction to the Session (parents only). Facilitator welcomes parents/carers/adult helpers and introduces Story Telling and Literacy. Facilitator explains the session is about using The Everywhere Bear story that was used in the nursery to Primary 1 transitions programme which included extended activities and learning together as a family. 
2. Facilitator emphasises that parents/carers are their child’s first educator, and that learning takes place more in the home/community (85%) than in school (15%) and therefore what we do for our children’s learning at home is so important.
3. Children arrive.  
4. Activity 1 – Facilitator reads The Everywhere Bear story to all and explains that everyone will be taking part in fun learning together.  Option to listen to story on You Tube. 
5. Activity 2 – Facilitator gives out laminated copies of The Everywhere Bear Board Game that matches the story.  Ask parent/carer/adult helper and child to play the game together.  

6. Activity 3 – Facilitator introduces My Very Own Everywhere Bear.  Facilitator asks children (now that they are in P1)
What is the name of your bear?

Where will you and your bear go?

What will you do?

What do you both like?

Parent/carer/adult helper explore with child and present to the rest of the group being as creative as possible!
7. Session evaluation.  Facilitator captures impact statements from parents/carers/adult helpers?       How did you enjoy the session?  How did your child enjoy it?  What was your favourite part?
