	Outcomes
	Intended Outcomes and Benefits of Session
· Almost all relationships between parents/carers, children and school staff are strengthened, thereby reinforcing family bonds and building on the home/school relationship.

· Almost all participants experience increased parental involvement in their child’s learning at home and in the community.
· Almost all children have opportunities to develop confidence and skills which will enable a smooth and continued transition throughout primary one. 
· Most parents/carers report a better understanding of school learning approaches and an increased confidence in their role in supporting their child’s learning and development in Primary 1.

	1. Facilitator introduces session as a Celebration of Learning and Participation.  
2. Children bring out their favourite toy/teddy bear.  Facilitator introduces The Teddy Bears Picnic song. All sing song in circle. 
3. Facilitator introduces Treasure Hunt using Find Something Questions.  

Sample Questions

· Find something red.

· Find something that has the first letter of your name.

· Find something that feels soft.

· Find something that looks furry.

· Find the letter B.

· Find the number 10.

· Find something sparkly.

4. Facilitator introduces Pass the Teddy Game. All sit in a circle and pass the teddy to music.  When the music stops the person holding the teddy is out.  The last person holding the teddy is the winner and receives a prize or big cheer.
5. Celebration, Evaluation and Next Steps.  Families enjoy picnic food and receive their Family Certificate of Participation. Families complete Evaluation Form.  Children draw a picture indicating how group made them feel.  Families discuss next steps, ideas for future programmes.  

Evaluation will inform future family learning needs and programmes.
