You will see we took on your feedback re the HT VLOG and have now called it our KPSS
Community VLOG. We also had input from a parent asking to hear from S1 learners about their
experience to date and we were able to fulfil that. The next VLOG will be out this week and will
focus on the Inspection and completing questionnaires etc.
All staff across the school have been involved in the Empowerment Conferences. These were led
by Principal Teachers from various areas across the school and these have been seen as a great
opportunity to reflect on how we empower colleagues across the school but also empower
young people. We look forward to seeing the action plans in place in the forthcoming months.
Our S1 pupils have had their Settling In Interviews with Pastoral Care and the overview of this is
issued this week.
S1 young people are attending their Auchengillen Team Building activities this week and again
feedback has been incredibly positive – despite the weather.
All attainment meetings have taken place with departments and Pastoral Care. These have been
really helpful, and each department has a clear action plan to work on following the discussions.
