clothing grant when coming to Secondary. Please do this 

in plenty of time. All applications must be done Online via 

MyGovScot account see www.glasgow.gov.uk/schools  

   

PARENT PAY 

 

In Lochend we operate a cashless system for school 

meals. This is different from Primary as you do not book 

meals. If you already have activated a Parent Pay 

account in primary then you should have the option to 

change school for your child and deposit money for school 

lunches into the account. If your child receives Free 

School Meals then the account is automatically credited 

with £2 every day which they can only use at lunch time. 

If your child would like a morning snack from school 

catering then you are required to deposit money into their 

account, if you do not do this then a debt is accrued. 

When your child joins Lochend you will be issued with an 

Activation letter if you haven’t already got an account.
