Risk Assessment Procedures

Rationale: 

Risk Assessment is necessary to ascertain that all reasonable precautions have been taken to prevent an accident from happening and to establish a safe working environment.

Aim:
To ensure the safety and security of children, parents/carers, staff and visitors.

Premises and Outdoors:

Risk assessment is an ongoing process, however a formal assessment will be carried out annually in July.  GCC Health and Safety checklist and Pre-5 Risk Assessment Audit will be used.  This includes a Fire Risk assessment.
Outings:
Once a destination has been chosen, it should be ascertained if there is an existing Risk Assessment policy.  A request will be made that it is sent to the nursery.  If one is not available then where possible a visit should be made by a member of staff prior to the outing.


These will be retained in a file in H.O.C. Office.

An outings checklist should also be completed by the leader.


Health and Safety is ultimately the Head of Centre’s responsibility, with the Depute and Team Leader being delegated tasks. 
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
