Rationale and Principles
At Mount Florida Primary School and Nursery Class, we are committed to promoting positive behaviour by promoting the importance of positive relationships and nurturing principles.  We are trying to promote mental wellbeing as an overall strategy to improving attainment and are building on the work of ‘All Behaviour is Communication’, as outlined in Glasgow City Council guidance.
We wish all children to be Safe, Healthy, Achieving, Nurtured, Active, Respected, Responsible and Included and will do all we can in school to support children to have the best start in life.
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Children at Mount Florida Primary learn about the United Nations Convention on the Rights of the Child and each class has a class charter.  Particular rights that we focus on are:
Article 12:  Every child has the right to express their views, feelings and wishes in all matters affecting them, and to have their views considered and taken seriously.
Article 23:  A child with a disability has the right to live a full and decent life with dignity and, as far as possible, independence and to play an active part in the curriculum.
Article 24:  Every child has the right to an education.
Article 29:  Education must develop every child’s personality, talents and abilities to the full.  It must encourage the child’s respect for human rights, as well as respect for their parents, their own and other cultures, and the environment.
Article 31:  Every child has the right to relax, play and take part in a wide range of cultural and artistic activities.
Article 39:  Children who have experienced neglect, abuse, exploitation, torture or who are victims of war must receive special support to help them recover their health, dignity, self-respect and social life.
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We also try to focus on the Nurturing Principles:
1.       Children's learning is understood developmentally

2.       The classroom offers a safe base

3.       The importance of nurture for the development of wellbeing

4.       Language is a vital means of communication

5.       All behaviour is communication

6.       The importance of transition in children's lives


We recently revisited our core purpose and values.
Our new core purpose is:
At Mount Florida Primary School and Nursery Class we aim to grow hearts and minds through nurturing, including and inspiring confident, independent learners, who are prepared for their future in the world.
Our new values are:
Belonging, Compassion, Happiness, Perseverance, Respect

We have made the decision to remove Golden Time and the use of public charts as this avoids the public shaming of pupils.











Practice
We have revised our school rules to:
Ready, Responsible, Safe
We have broken these down into what this should look and sound like in the classroom, the playground and moving around the school.
Through this guidance we wish our classrooms to feel:
Warm, welcoming, settled, calm, safe, secure, excting, active, engaging, productive, motivating and happy for all children and staff, in an environment where it is okay to make a mistake.
And for our playground to feel:
Happy, calm, positive, secure, peaceful and inclusive for all children and staff.
There is an expectation that to support children in their learning there will be clear rules, routines and expectations, classrooms will be neat and tidy and there will be a safe space for children to go to in each classroom.  Classes should have consistent visuals as appropriate and individual strategies as required.
Effective talking and listening is part of the curriculum and needs to be taught to children.  Talking and listening experiences and outcomes need to be explicitly planned for and taught to support children.  The talking and listening benchmarks should be used to assess progress.

	Class:
· Use of good manners
· Hands and feet to yourself
· Use of appropriate language
· Listening to and looking at teacher
· No speaking over teacher/others
· Respect others opinions
· Work quietly when asked to

· No wandering around

	Moving Around:
· Use of good manners
· Hands and feet to yourself
· Use of appropriate language
· 2 straight lines facing the front
· Lining up quietly
· Walking quietly
· Holding doors for others
· Use the stairs sensibly
· Stay on the correct side of the stairs


	Playground:
· Use of good manners
· Hands and feet to yourself
· Use of appropriate language
· Safe use of equipment
· Listen and be respectful to SfLW
· Listen and be respectful to others
· Take turns
· Everyone should be included
· Help others
· Move around carefully
· No play fighting
· No playing on the ramp



We expect appropriate behaviour and good manners from children at all times but positive reinforcement will be used to scaffold children’s learning about appropriate behaviour and good manners and to reward those who display excellent behaviour and beautiful manners consistently.

Positive Reinforcement whole school:
· House Points – weekly, termly, annual reward
· Class certificate on a Friday
· SfLW and SLT certificates at assemblies
· Pupil of the Month certificate at monthly assemblies
· Positive telephone calls/messages home
· Hot chocolate picnic with the HT on a Friday for going above and beyond.  Anyone may nominate pupils for this.

Positive reinforcement in class:
· Points charts leading to class rewards decided by the pupils eg cushion, move seat for a session, decide games at PE.  These should not be publicly displayed.
· Group points
· Stickers, notes home, small certificates
· House points

Dealing with inappropriate behaviour in the classroom:
· Praise positive choices/use classroom positive behaviour strategies
· Make eye contact
· Speak to the pupil privately and at eye level, explaining the behaviour that is inappropriate
· Remind the pupil of the classroom charter and school rules
· Give the pupils 5 minutes time and space to think of their behaviour
· Move the pupil to sit elsewhere in the classroom
· Have a restorative conversation between pupils or with adult, or ask for support with this
· Use a blue or red card to ask for SLT support
· Child to work in a different classroom for a short period of time
· Reflection time with the SLT
· Speak to parent/carers

Dealing with inappropriate behaviour in the playground:
· Adult to speak to child/children individually to try and resolve situation
· Five minutes time at a bench or with an adult if needed
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Have a restorative conversation between pupils or with adult, or ask for support with this
· Child to be taken to SLT if needed or into the office area if SLT cannot be found
· Reflection time at the next playtime may be used, at the decision of SLT
· Speak to parents/carers
