Older children in particular are not always getting what they order for lunch if the numbers are not correct, and children lower down the school have not ordered.
Right of the Month
Miss Chaudhry is leading on Rights Respecting Schools and we have introduced a Right of the Month for the whole school to focus on.  Miss Chaudhry is preparing a sheet to come home for discussion and completion related to this month’s article if you wish, which is:
Article 30: Children have the right to use their own language, culture and religion - even if these are not shared by most people in the country where they live.
The children will then be able to share this in school.
Miss Chaudhry also leads on our International Partnership working and we are linked with a school in Pakistan; St Andrews School. Currently 3 classes are going to be doing some partnership working; learning about each other and doing some children’s rights-based work together.
