Session 2024 – 2025

This summary report is provided for parents/carers and partners to outline our achievements and improvements during session 2024 - 2025 and to share our improvement priorities for 2025 - 2026. Throughout last session we took forward our improvement priorities as detailed in our school improvement plan. Using our approaches to self-evaluation, we have detailed in this report the impact of our work and identified how we plan to continue to improve outcomes for our children and young people.

	
	The context of the school

	
	
Sandaig Primary School is a non-denominational school serving the Barlanark area in Glasgow. There are 181 children across seven mainstream classes. The school also provides learning provision for children with additional support needs in its Enhanced Nurture Provision (ENP). Children travel to attend the ENP from across Glasgow City. There are 10 children within the ENP, arranged across two classes. 
The senior leadership team consists of a headteacher, one depute headteacher and two principal teachers. One principal teacher has a 0.6 full-time equivalent class teaching commitment. The headteacher uses Pupil Equity Funding (PEF) to employ two part-time temporary principal teachers. The headteacher has been in post for two years. 

Most children live in Scottish Index of Multiple Deprivation areas 1 to 4. In the mainstream classes, 71% of children have additional support needs and approximately 17% have English as an additional language.

	Our achievements and improvements 2024 – 2025

	
	Key developments (leadership of change) (QI 1.3)

Children, staff and parents were involved in reviewing the school’s vision, values and aims in session 2023-24. The school values of respect, kindness and safe are embedded by including them as part of school assemblies and recognising them through praise awards and house points. Staff and children demonstrate these values consistently in their relationships and interactions. 

This session the Pupil Equity Funding, PEF, has been used to fund a teacher to support children with STEM; Science, Technology, Engineering and Mathematics. All pupils have had opportunities, in smaller groups, to experience a range of scientific and technological learning. In addition, this time has allowed the Class Teachers to support writing in a more targeted way, leading to improved attainment.

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Developments in learning, teaching and assessment (Q1 2.3)

Digital technologies are used successfully throughout the school to enhance teaching and support children with their learning. In addition to using the iPad, the children have used a variety of digital technologies to learn programming and coding skills, including Spheros.

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Across the school and ENP, staff, working with partners, have created a welcoming, nurturing, and caring ethos which is underpinned by the school values. This is leading to positive relationships and a strong sense of community. This is helping children to feel happy, secure and to flourish.












Progress in children’s learning /raising attainment and recognising achievement (QI 3.2)
Senior leaders and staff have raised children’s attainment in recent years. Overall, most children have made good progress in Literacy and Numeracy, and they have made very good progress in reading. Children who have an additional support need are making progress towards their individual learning targets. 
The Challenge Leaders of Learning, CLOLs, for Literacy and Numeracy have continued to raise capacity within the staff, ensuring that good practice is being modelled across the school and then implemented in classrooms. They have worked with targeted intervention groups to help raise attainment and challenge our learners.
