Registration of Primary 1 pupils takes place in November and is advertised widely in the local press etc.  Enrolment is done through Glasgow City Council’s website.
Prospective parents are welcome to visit the school and should contact the school office.
Families living out with the catchment area are welcome to make a placing request to attend Sandaig Primary School but must enrol their child at their local school as a first step.

NURTURE CLASS
We are very fortunate in having additional teaching and support staff to run a nurture class.  Children (usually in the early stages) who would benefit most from more individual attention attend the ‘Otter Room’ for some part of the school day.  Links are maintained with their own peer group and class teacher.  They are taught in this small group environment for a period of time determined by the child’s needs.

PUPIL EQUITY FUNDING

Pupil Equity Funding is being utilised this year to provide a specially trained teacher, Mrs Stewart to provide an Upper School version of the Otter Room for three days each week. Pupil Equity Funding is also being used to provide play therapy, student counselling and pet therapy in the school.
SCOTTISH ATTAINMENT CHALLENGE

Another funding stream from the Scottish government, has provided additional staffing in the form of Mrs Kennedy who is our Challenge Leader of Learning (CLOL). Mrs Kennedy has attended specialised training and is leading the improvement of Literacy across the school.
PUPIL ABSENCE
Within Sandaig Primary School good attendance is encouraged at all times. Parents are asked to advise if their son or daughter is going to be absent. This should be done as early as possible on the first day of absence. If the young person is going to be absent for some time, it would be helpful to know at the earliest opportunity. The school uses daily text messaging to inform parents and carers of absence if no contact is made. All unexplained absence is investigated by the school and appropriate action taken. All calls must be made to the Pupil Absence Reporting Line on 0141 287 0039. The line is open between 08.00-15.30 Monday to Friday. MEDICAL & HEALTHCARE
The school nurse visits at various times during the year for routine health checks, vaccinations and medical examinations. Parents are kept informed by letter.

If a child becomes ill during the course of the school day, he/she may require to be sent home. Please ensure that you keep the school informed of all contact details.

Parents should inform the school of any medical requirements relating to their child. If a child requires medication during the school day, this must be discussed with Mrs Smith who will work with you to develop a Health Care Plan for your child.
EMERGENCIES
We make every effort to maintain a full educational service, but on some occasions, circumstances arise which lead to disruption. Schools may be affected by, for example, severe weather, and temporary interruption of transport, power failures or difficulties of fuel supply.

In such cases, we shall do all we can to let you know about the details of our closure or re-opening by using letters, texts and the local media etc.
SCHOOL UNIFORM
At Sandaig we believe that the wearing of school uniform helps to promote a pride in the school.  We encourage the wearing of uniform at all times.

Shoes should be black or navy. Trainers, leggings and Converse are not school uniform.
Our uniform was agreed in consultation with pupils and parents.  It is expected that all children attending Sandaig Primary School will adhere to this dress code. This also helps to support our equity agenda with all pupils equal in their clothing.
PE KIT
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It is important that children come prepared to learn and for PE this requires appropriate clothing.  All jewellery should be removed.  Pupils who are not participating in PE must have a note or medical certificate.  Pupils who are unable to participate in practical PE should still bring their kit to allow them to assist in the lesson by refereeing, keeping scores or assisting with the distribution of equipment.  This ensures that they are still able to take part in some way in the work of the class and do not miss out on the knowledge and understanding of the course.

PE Kit: Yellow Polo Top, Blue/black shorts or navy joggies, trainers or sandshoes.

School/Royal Blue Hoodies can be worn for outdoor lessons.

There are forms of dress which are unacceptable in school, such as items of clothing which:

· Potentially encourage factions (such as football colours)

· Could cause offence (such as anti-religious symbolism or political slogans)

· Could cause health and safety difficulties (such as loose-fitting clothing, jewellery)

· Could cause damage to flooring

· Carry advertising particularly for alcohol or tobacco

· Could be used to inflict damage on other pupils

CLOTHING AND FOOTWEAR GRANTS
Parents/Carers receiving Income Support, Job Seekers Allowance (Income Based), Working Tax Credit Housing Benefit, or Council Tax Benefit or Universal Credit will normally be entitled to monetary grants for footwear and clothing for their children. SCHOOL MEALS
Our school provides a lunch service which offers a variety of meals and snacks. Medical diets for children can be provided. Further information can be found HERE
Please inform the Headteacher if your child requires a medical diet.

Children who prefer to bring packed lunches are accommodated in the gym hall.

All children in P1-4 are entitled to a free school meal.

If you plan to send your child/children to breakfast club, you should inform the staff of any medical dietary requirements. Breakfast Cub is open from 8am. Pupils should enter bu small gate on Burnmouth Rd next to the bungalow.
Children and young people of parents/carers receiving Income Support, income-based Job Seekers Allowance, Working Tax Credit, Child Tax Credit only, Universal Credit and income-related Employment and Support Allowance are entitled to a free midday meal.  Information and application forms for free school meals may be obtained HERE
TRANSPORT

The Education Authority has a policy of providing free transport to all pupils who live out with a certain radius from their local school by the recognised shortest walking route. This means that the provision of transport could be reviewed at any time.  Parents/Carers who consider they are eligible can apply online HERE   
TRANSFER FROM PRIMARY SCHOOL TO SECONDARY SCHOOL
Children and young people normally transfer between the ages of 11/12, so that they will have the opportunity to complete at least 4 years of secondary education.  Parents and carers will be informed of the school arrangements no later than December of P7.

We have excellent links with Bannerman High and much time is spent in ensuring that the transition from primary to secondary is as smooth as possible.

Across the year children at the upper stages take part in events and activities with Bannerman High. Arrangements are in place for children to complete 2 days at Bannerman during term 4 of P7.  Bannerman staff come to Sandaig to discuss any special needs or requirements that children may have on going to high school. Contact is also made with other school’s which children identify as their destination school to inform the school of the child’s progress.

COMMUNICATION WITH PARENTS
School newsletters are sent home at regular intervals and there is always an opportunity for parents to provide feedback via a link in the newsletter. This can be done anonymously. 
Class Curricular Newsletters are sent home each term which give you information about what the children will be learning and how you can help.

Parents’ Nights are held twice a year for parents/carers to have an opportunity to discuss on a one to one basis how their child is progressing with their learning.

Parents are invited into school throughout the year to hear directly from the children about their learning. These Learning Festivals often take part during the school day.  Days and times are well publicised to parents/carers.

Members of school staff may on occasion phone home if there is something which they wish to discuss with you.  Members of the SMT are available in the playground at the beginning and end of the school day if you wish to discuss a small matter.
Parents and carers are welcome in to school to discuss any aspect of their child’s development and progress.  Please contact the school to make an appointment.
Digital Communication-we primarily use the Groupcall emails to message parents. This requires you to have an email address registered with the school. We also use our Twitter feed. You can follow us @sandaigprimary. See-saw is used for Home work and home learning, your child will be given their own personal login.
Parents and carers are also welcome at other events throughout the school year eg workshops, information evenings, class performances, fundraisers etc.  The school newsletter will keep you informed.

EMERGENCY CONTACT INFORMATION
Please ensure you keep the school apprised of any changes to your emergency contact details.
.DATA PROTECTION – use of information about children and parents/carers
We collect information about children attending school (and also about parents/carers, emergency contacts etc. provided in the annual data check) to allow us to carry out the Council’s functions as the education authority for the City of Glasgow. Expressive Arts: The inspiration and power of the arts play a vital role in enabling our children and young people to enhance their creative talent and develop their artistic skills.

Health and Wellbeing: Learning in health and wellbeing ensures that children and young people develop the knowledge, understanding and skills which they need now and in the future to help them with their physical, emotional and social wellbeing.

Sciences: Science and its practical application in healthcare and industry is central to our economic future, for our health and wellbeing as individuals and as a society.

Social Studies:  Through social studies, children and young people develop their understanding of the world by learning about other people and places both past and present, societies, their beliefs and values.

Religious and Moral Education: Religious and moral education includes learning about Christianity, Islam and other world religions, and supports the development of beliefs and values.  

Languages: Knowing other languages and understanding other cultures is a 21st century skill set for students as they prepare to live and work in a global society. We study English, Spanish and French.
Mathematics: Mathematics equips us with the skills we need to interpret and analyse information, simplify and solve problems, assess risk and make informed decisions.

Technologies: The range of subjects in technical education has changed significantly over the last two decades and now includes craft, design, engineering and graphics.
There will be opportunities throughout the year for parents and carers to learn more about aspects of the curriculum and to be consulted about significant changes if appropriate.

RELIGIOUS OBSERVANCE
Our school is fortunate to have a close partnership with the local church.  The local minister and youth workers assist with the Christianity element of Religious and Moral Education and provide opportunities for religious observance.  Parents have the right to withdraw their child from religious observance and should inform the school in writing.  

In addition, parents and carers from religions other than Christianity may request that their children may be permitted to be absent from school in order to celebrate recognised religious events. Only written requests detailing the proposed arrangements will be considered. Appropriate requests will be granted on up to 3 occasions in any school session.

ASSESSMENT & REPORTING
All children are assessed both formally and informally throughout the year.  This allows children and their teachers to identify their strengths and areas for improvement.   A variety of assessment methods are used to enable staff to pass on information to parents about the progress of their child.  Assessment records are kept by the class teacher and form the basis of discussion at Parents’ Evenings.

Rights Respecting School
Children’s Rights as outlined in the United Nations Convention on the Rights of the Child (UNCRC) are fundamental to a good school ethos.  Adults in our school will work with children to ensure they are aware of their rights and responsibilities and fully respect the rights of others.  Therefore, the approach within Sandaig Primary School is to build a positive ethos that demonstrates care and respect for all.  Positive behaviour is recognised and celebrated.  Our school operates a system of class charters to set out expected behaviour.  This is celebrated through awards at assemblies and postcards sent home to parents.  
UNCRC ARTICLE 28 (education) Every child has the right to education.

UNCRC ARTICLE 29 (education and children’s development) Education
The highest standards of behaviour are expected of pupils at all times.  We implement a Restorative Practices model that our pupils are familiar and accepting of. All parties are listened to and a resolution is sought. Parents are asked to co-operate with the school in encouraging a sense of responsibility and good behaviour in their children.  

HOME LEARNING
Continuing to learn at home helps children to achieve more and is a vital part of our partnership with parents. See-saw/Showbie are the online platforms we use for assigning home learning tasks.
PARENT COUNCIL
We have an active Parent Council that represents the views of all parents.  All parents are welcome to attend Parent Council meetings. The Parent Council meet on the last Wednesday of every month in Barlanark Community Centre at 6.30pm.  Chairperson Fiona Beggs
PUPIL VOICE
The school has many active pupil groups who involve the children in developing and improving the school.
EXTRA CURRICULAR ACTIVITIES
Children are encouraged to take part in as many extra- curricular activities as possible.  Most activities take place from 3pm-4pm with participation in competitions, events or displays as appropriate. This session we have also had a lunchtime running club.
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Usually, the school has a dance club, fitness club and a football club.  Other after school activities are arranged at different times across the year.
