	This term Primary 6/5, 5a and 5b will be continuing to revise, recognise and write sounds using Phonics International. Children will be focusing on using a range of connectives, openers and ambitious punctuation to enhance their writing. Our writing this term will be short story focusing on character and setting. Children will be continuing to work on a variety of comprehension type questions, such inferential and evaluative, based on their class novel. 

	Numeracy and Maths
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	Across numeracy this term, the children will be learning how to solve 4 operations calculations (addition, subtraction, multiplication and division), word problems, fractions, and using a range of CPA strategies. 
Within Maths, children will explore money, exploring and creating budgets. They will also be revising 2D and 3D shapes and their properties. 
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	In Health and Wellbeing this term children will continue progress in PATHS, relating these to real-life situations and with a focus on feelings. As well as learning about Firework safety, healthy eating and identifying skills and qualities within themselves. In P.E. the children will be focusing on Rebound Games, such as Badminton, and focusing on improving their ball skills through different sports.  Please ensure that your child wears the correct PE kit, brightly coloured items/football kits and non-school uniform items are not permitted.  All jewellery should be removed.

	In RE, children will be investigating different Saints and how they became a saint. 	Sciences
