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	Literacy and English
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	This term Primary 6/7, 7a and 7b will be continuing to recognise and write sounds using Phonics International. Children will be focusing on using a range of upleveled vocabulary, connectives, openers and punctuation to enhance their writing. Our writing genres this term will be fictional short story writing, the children will use familiar fairytales and modernise them for a younger audience and they will also create their own crime stories. Children will be working on a variety of comprehension type questions, this term we will focus on individual skills such as understanding words, finding information and summarising. 

	Numeracy and Maths
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	In numeracy this term, children will develop their understanding of the four operations; addition, subtraction, multiplication, and division. Children will use a range of strategies to solve different calculations and word problems.  

In maths, children will explore money. Children will carry out money calculations involving the four operations and compare costs and determines affordability within a given budget. Children will also concolidate their understadning of co-ordinates and lines of symmetry.
