Primary 4 Term 3

	This term Primary 4 will be using Unit 6 Phonics International. They will also be completing Talk for Writing exploring the report of Marvellous Monsters to develop our report writing skills. We are continuing to read a range of fiction and non-fiction books. They will also be continuing to answer and create questions based on our class novel Gangsta Granny. 

	Numeracy and Maths
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	This term P4 be learning about money, exploring different coins and how to make different amounts. We will also be using our knowledge of addition, subtraction, multiplication and division to calculate totals.  
They will also be learning continuing to revise multiplication tables, such as 4x, 6, 7x. We will also be learning how to add/subtract larger numbers using the carry over method or exchanging. 
They will continue to apply their knowledge to simple word problems. 
We will also explore the concept of chance and uncertainty.
