Primary 1

	This term in our reading lessons we will focus on the reading skills of sequencing with a focus on beginning, middle and end of a story. Using Phonics International we will continue to build on our knowledge of phonics by exploring more digraphs e.g ai, oa. We will continue to blend and segment three letter words such as wet and we encourage you to practice this at home. We will use our knowledge of phonics to continue building and writing simple sentences. 

	Numeracy and Maths
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	This term in numeracy and maths we will continue to explore numbers 0-20 and explore number bonds to 10 and 20. We will continue to use concrete and pictorial strategies such as cubes or a number line. We will begin to explore time focusing on o’clock and half past using both analogue and digital clocks. We will introduce the concept of subtraction using a range of strategies.

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	In Health and Wellbeing, we will learn about resilience and how to show resilience in all areas of life. We will learn about the importance of celebrating others and their achievements.
