Numeracy

· Practice your 2-10 times tables
· Practice dividing by 2-10
· Create addition and subtraction sums using HTU
· Create number patterns counting in 10s and 100s from a random number

· Practice rounding numbers to the nearest 10s and 100s

· Practice writing numbers in words up to 1000

Fractions

· Make fractions of amounts (ex ½ of 8, ¼ of 16)
· Find equivalent fractions 

· Draw shapes and colour only a fraction of the shape (ex ¼ of a circle)

Symmetry

· Create some symmetrical Easter egg/flower pictures.
· How many lines of symmetry can you make?
· Create a sprint picture using different 2D shapes

Money

· Identify all coins and notes up to £20
· Create price tags for items in your house and add them all together

· Work out change from £20 for these items

· Find a shopping receipt in your house and add all the prices up before checking the real total 

Time

· Read time from any clock in your house

· What is the time?  – learn time intervals.  How long did you watch TV/play computer games for?  Work out in hours and minutes.

· Practice telling the time from your phone/ipad/tablet or computer (digital time)

· Convert digital time to analogue time and vice versa
Literacy

Reading

· Read your current reading book. Can you summarise the book to a friend or someone in your family?
· Before reading a new book can you predict what it will be about from the title, author, blurb and image on the front?
· During reading can you use what you have read so far to make predictions about what will happen next? Can you relate to any of the characters in the book? Do the characters remind you of people you know in real life?
· After reading choose a favourite part of the book: write about it and explain why you like it. You could also write a book review.
· Use the information from the book to create a fact-file about where the book takes place. 

Spelling

· Complete an active spelling activity.  eg rainbow writing, backwards words, words in shapes
· Write sentences for each of your spelling words

· Create a word search using your spelling list

· Draw a picture to match each of your spelling words

Writing

· Write a set of instructions on how to make a sandwich, how to cross the road, how to get ready
· Write a description of a character.  Draw an illustration to match.
· Watch the news/listen to the radio and find a piece of news and turn it into a newspaper article. 
· Keep a diary of each day, create a recount of events include what you do and when you do it.  Include what you do and when you do it.  Include how you are feeling and what you are thinking.

· Write an explanation on how to play a game that you have created.

· Take notes when watching your favourite TV programme/film & turn your notes into a story board

Expressive Arts

· Draw a picture of the scene outside your house. 
· Find some Scottish songs and poems and try to learn them. 

· Create a new front cover for a book you have read

· Use a range of materials to make a collage of your choice

Topic/Social Studies

· Make a model of a Roman House using any materials you have available (Roman Villa, Insulae, Wooden Hut or a Domus).

· Create a Powerpoint or Fact File all about Julius Ceaser.
· Draw/Paint your own mosaic.
