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P5A Learning Plan
Numeracy

· Practice your 2-10 times tables. You can say these out loud, practice in your jotter (arrays) or use ‘hit the button’ from topmarks (website below).
· Create addition and subtraction chimney sums using 3 and 4 digit numbers. 
· Division of 3 or 4 digits by one digit using bus stop method and concrete materials e.g. beans/pencils/counters etc. 
· Writing numbers up to and including millions in words.

· Writing words up to and including millions in numbers.
Using the place value chart to help if needed.
Maths Topics
Angles
· Revise angles acute, right, obtuse, straight and reflex.

· Can you explain to someone at home the differences between each angle?

Symmetry 
· Can you think of common 2D shapes and can you identify the lines of symmetry in each shape?

· Can you create pictures with one or more line of symmetry? Think of the butterflies we made in class.
· Can you create a spring picture using different 2D shapes? Again think of the house we made at the start of the year using different shapes.

· Can you identify any 3D shapes around you? Can you name these shapes and identify their properties? Number of faces, edges and vertices (corners).

Fractions/decimals/percentages

· Can you identify common fractions and arrange these in size from smallest to largest? 

· Can you name any equivalent fractions of common fractions (think of our fraction wall in class).
· Can you write decimals of common fractions and arrange these on a number line like we do in class?

· Can you write the percentages of numbers?
Money
· Can you identify all coins and notes up to £20?

· 
Can you complete the four operations (addition, subtraction, multiplication and division) using various amounts of money? 

· Can you identify different ways in which we pay for things? What are the positives/negatives of the various payment methods?
Time
· How many minutes make up 1 hour?

· Can you tell the time on a digital and an analogue clock?
· Can you change digital to analogue time and vice versa?
· Can you convert between hours and minutes to just minutes? Can you also change minutes to hours and minutes?

Literacy
Reading
· Read your current reading book.
· Draw a picture of a character from your book.

· Can you summarise the book to a friend or someone in your family?

· Before reading a new book can you predict what it will be about from the title, author, blurb and image on the front?

· During reading can you use what you have read so far to make predictions about what will happen next? Can you relate to any of the characters in the book? Do the characters remind you of people you know in real life?

· After reading choose a favourite part of the book: write about it and explain why you like it. You could also write a book review.

· Use the information from the book to create a fact-file about where the book takes place. 

Writing
· Revise previous spelling words and rules using active spelling.
Recount Writing
An example of recount writing is our weekly news we write in class. Recount is written in the order the events happen (chronological order) and it is written in the first person (I, we).
· Keep a diary of each day, create a recount of events include what you do and when you do it.  Include what you do and when you do it.  Include how you are feeling and what you are thinking.
Setting Writing

An example of setting the scene is when we use our five senses within a piece of writing. We have used our senses along with similes and metaphors to help improve our writing. Remember our wild writing from outdoor learning? We used this information to write about a haunted house. Other examples of setting include describing a beach scene.

· Describe a scene using your five senses, metaphors and similes. This could be a beach, haunted house, creepy forest, carnival, theme park or castle (think of Stirling Castle for inspiration).
Character Writing

An example of characterisation is when we give more detail to the character we are writing about. We can do this by adding a description of their physical appearance e.g. describing hair colour, eye colour, height, weight etc. We also described characters through their actions (actions speak louder than words). An example of this was when we wrote our Halloween trick-or-treat story in school.
· Write a summary describing a characters physical appearance.

· Write a short story but try to show your characters personality through their actions only!

· Can you draw a picture of a character from any book based on the description given of them?  
· Can you explain what we mean by a stereotype to the people living in your house? For example think of what a princess/prince looks like in a film and then think of an evil character such as a witch or wizard. Do the looks of a person always match their actions? Can you think of any examples?
Report Writing

An example of report writing is when we created our Mary Queen of Scots report and dinosaur report. Report writing is written in the third person (they, he, she, it) and in the present tense. It includes heading and sub-headings and it is usually written in non-chronological order.
· Watch the news/listen to the radio and find a piece of news and turn it into a newspaper article. 

· Write a non-chronological report on a science or animal topic of your choice.
Explanation Writing

Explanation writing is similar to report writing as it has a heading (this can include a question in the title) and sub-headings. It is also written in the third person (he, she, it, they) and in the present tense. Recently in school we have written reports on the water cycle and the life cycle of a butterfly. The main difference between report and explanations are that explanations are ALWAYS written in the order in which each stage of a process happens.
· Write an explanation on how to play a game that you have created.

· Choose a topic and write an explanation about why something is important or how something is useful.

Social Studies
· Share what you know about Mary Queen of Scots with your family.
· Build a model of Stirling Castle, Mary Queen of Scots crown or a unicorn horn.
· Create your own timeline similar to the one we created in class highlighting the important events of her life (you can research this beforehand if you can’t remember everything).
Expressive Arts

· Draw a picture of the scene outside your house.
· Find some Scottish songs and poems and try to learn them. 

· Create a comic strip using your cartoon drawing skills. If you are struggling with a topic choose friendship.

· Can you use different materials to create a collage of a spring picture?

· Can you draw spring flowers?

ICT/Technologies

· If you have access to a computer you could research a topic you are interested in and create a PowerPoint presentation to share with a friend. Think of the documents we have created in school to raise awareness about our environment (eco groups, climate change and pollution) and healthy living (smoking, drinking and diet). You could use one of these ideas again or come up with your own!
