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Home Learning Charter
What is St Patrick’s home learning charter? 
Our home learning charter is a set of guidelines to help our children, parents and extended families to understand our expectations and principles around home learning. 


These guidelines have been developed to support St Patrick’s Primary during any period of school closure or self-isolation.
Home learning is learning done from home supported by a teacher through our online platforms: Teams, Seesaw and Showbie. 
All learning and teaching will take place on:

P1-5 – SeeSaw and Teams

P6-7 – Showbie (Teams where necessary)

Key Principles required for Effective Home Learning 

 

1. Communication 
Communication is vitally important throughout any lockdown.  Feeling a connection to others helps address any feelings of loneliness and also maintains positive relationships. Our charter promotes a balance between school work and free time ensuring that school work is set as appropriate and that there is adequate family time. We want our children to communicate with their teachers daily so that they continue to feel part of the community of St Patrick’s.
 

2. Ensuring Consistent Routines

The whole school day is based on routine and this is important for children as well as adults as it promotes good habits.  Teachers will provide learning daily and support children to ensure that they develop routines which are helpful and allow for effective learning. 

 

3. Little and often 

Overleaf you will find a list of what will be provided on a daily basis for children through Teams, Seesaw and Showbie. This is less than would be expected across a normal day and is in no way designed to replicate the school day.  Teachers will ensure that new learning is posted as per arrangements overleaf. 

 

 4. Children are responsible for 

· Checking their class  Teams/Seesaw/Showbie for work posted every day by class teacher. 

· Ensuring that they complete instructions from their class teacher and that they do so

  as much as they can, in expected timescales. 

· Asking for clarification or assistance from their teacher when necessary. 
A typical day on Teams/Seesaw/Showbie 
· Teachers will be available from 9:00am to 3.00pm.  Teachers will not be available during breaks: 10.30-10.45/12.00-1.00pm

· Children should log in for 9am to view their daily timetable of activities.  

· Each day at 9.30am teachers will contact children through Teams for their daily check in and overview of the learning.  We would encourage all children to come on this call.  *If any parents object to their child being invited onto a live call, then please notify the Head Teacher as soon as possible*.  

· Teachers will not be available on a Friday afternoon as this is their non-class contact time (NCCT) used for planning and preparation. The timetable will outline a task(s) that children can complete during this time.
· Teachers will provide 1 literacy and 1 numeracy task per day.
· Teachers will provide a daily timetable of learning activities for various aspects of the curriculum which is designed to be completed as per teacher instruction on the pre-recorded morning post.
· Teachers will provide feedback on any work submitted. 

Lessons will be delivered in a variety of ways:
· Teachers may prepare a PowerPoint with a voiceover to guide the children during the lesson. 

· Teachers may include short video lessons recorded by themselves or direct children to other sourced videos.
· Teachers may record voice memos to guide children and offer feedback.
· Teachers will also post links to websites to support learning.
How parents and carers can support
· They can provide an appropriate environment for home learning for example a work space and uninterrupted periods of time.
· Give appropriate support to children from P1-P4 to engage with tasks and communicate effectively with teacher. 

· Promote a healthy balance between home learning and family time. 

· Encourage home learning to be undertaken where possible in the typical hours of a school day.  If a child is not engaging in any of the day’s activities, they will be marked as absent on attendance records.  
· We understand that home learning can be tricky given different and varied personal circumstances, with that in mind, we encourage families to do what they can, when they can. 
Online conduct

· We continue to work within our school values and expect that all engagement in online learning will be conducted in a respectful manner. Children should continue to ensure they demonstrate good listening skills and take turns as directed by their teacher.
· Teachers will only begin a live check-in when more than one pupil has joined the call.  Pupils must be appropriately dressed when on live calls and consideration given to background setting to ensure privacy.  
· Please note that Teams/Showbie calls are not the platform for parent/teacher conversations.  If you have any queries please contact teachers on Seesaw or email HT as appropriate.  

· No screenshots/photographs/recordings should be taken of lessons/live check-ins.
· If teachers are concerned about online activity or behaviours they will contact the HT who will, in turn, be in touch with parents/carers.
