Item 1 – Parking – Johnathon 
This is still an ongoing issue with the same parents parking and entering the street when they are not supposed to between 8.30- 9.15am & 2.30-3.15pm, signs are clearly visible on entering Primrose Street from Dumbarton Road and Fore Street (at the roundabout at the bridge on Scotstoun Street).
Staff have previously gone out to monitor the traffic to make it safer for the children but have been met with abuse from parents/drivers as have other parents and the children themselves.

Aileen has been talking to Neil (Glasgow Eco Trust) regarding parking plans that are being suggested for further up Fore Street nearer the top end at the cycle path. 

It was suggested that photographs be taking of the regular offenders, but this has been done previously to no avail.

Aileen pointed out that this is Culture we and would tie in nicely.

Johnathon will put an email together for Carol to put out to the parents for donations and for helpers, once we have numbers of helpers, stalls can be finalised, without helpers the stalls can not be properly manned on the day.
Johnathon will contact the fire service, police, and ambulance service to see if they can attend on the day.

Donna and Leanne will check the float money and are still dealing with the bank regarding the change of signatories.

Stalls that were successful last year were, bricabrac, raffle and home baking.
Games that were well popular were shoot the hoop, beat the goalie and sponge the teacher. 

Staff hamper for the raffle is another donation that is a regular and works well, Carol will put list in staffroom to start the donations towards that.

Parent council suggested opening up the invitation again to stall holders for a small fee this worked last year.
P7 are good at going round the local business for donations for the raffle.

Another stall that was very successful with the candy floss with Jamie, Aileen said she would ask if he’d be free and willing to do again this year.

Johnathon asked if there would be any staff willing to volunteer as helpers on the day also.
