Item 1 & 2 – Introduction & Purpose/Role of Parent Council –Johnathon
Introductions were done round the table by new and existing members.

Johnathon welcomed all members to the first meeting of the term which is our AGM.
They reflect the work undertaken by the PC, the work of 2024/2025 and looking forward to 2025-2026.
The Parent Council is the voice of and is there to represent the Parent Forum (all parents/carers of the school) to aid in two-way communication.
They support the school taking forward initiatives, they raise general questions relevant for the parent forum and the support communication out with the school, individual cases regarding a child cannot be discussed.
The Parent Council are always looking for new members and would like it to be as culturally diverse as possible so’s to represent voices of all parents/carers within the school.

Contributions made by the current Parent Council previously include, P7 leavers hoodies, P7 leavers ties, monies towards outdoor equipment, school resources, Blairvadach, juice, crisp and sweet donations towards events such as Halloween, Christmas and leavers disco/class parties etc.

Numeracy is also on the School Improvement Plan and the school is developing consistency.  Mrs Dougan is doing GCC training and will pass this knowledge onto the staff.

Management – will take turns at attending each meeting when they can if and when they can.
There are still ongoing issues adding new signatories and removing previous signatories to the existing bank account with the Bank of Scotland, so it has been decided that the best way forward is to close the existing account and open a new account elsewhere that suits the best needs of the parent council, giving them more options on how to make payments, deposit monies etc.  A cheque will be made out and signed by 2 of the ex-members to transfer the balance over to the new account, then any money sitting can be deposited.
It was explained that all the budgets and bank accounts are not connected, they are all separate to each other, the PTCA fundraising account, the parent council account, the school fund account and the school budgets.

Mrs Mooney is running this with the help from Mrs Simpson and a drama club.  P4-P7 will be participating, it may be performed in the Whiteinch Centre as this has a larger capacity, at the moment there are no final details, but this will be a school family event.

Choir – older children will be part of the choir this will tie in with The Wizard of Oz, there will be afterschool drama club focusing on drama coaching, developing confidence, developing voice skills through song.
