Trends in Scottish Tourism

Staycation  (watch the video clips for background information)

Scotland is a growing market for Scottish tourism and in 2015, 40% of trips within Scotland were by Scottish residents. Many people are now choosing to stay at home instead of travelling abroad. This is called a “staycation”.
 
Reasons for the increase number of people staying at home or taking only short breaks away include:

The recession (people are being more careful with their money)
Recent Earthquakes/ Extreme weather and even volcanic eruptions—all risks associated with going abroad
Terrorist attacks 
The strength of the euro (no longer cheap to go to Spain)
        A staycation is when an individual or family stays and relaxes at home, 
       possibly taking day trips, or short breaks, to an area or to visit attractions.
 Visit Scotland launched a  campaign  to stimulate day and overnight visits for residents in Scotland throughout the year. They want to encourage Scots to explore all areas of their own country and be amazed, proud and surprised at what they can do on a day trip or short break on their doorstep.  So the growth in staycations is set to continue!
