	Today we are going to hear from our Rights Respecting Schools Award steering group and talk about what we learned on Wednesday.  


On Wednesday we had an international day.  In the morning we learned about what it means to be a global citizen, about what stereotypes we might have of other countries and what they might have of us.  
We also thought about everything we know about Africa and if we do that in a year’s time hopefully we will know more.  In the afternoon we started to learn about some of the rights within the United Nations Convention on the Rights of the Child.
What is the the UNCRC?

The UNCRC is an international agreement, signed by nearly all countries in the world to make sure that YOU are:

Safe,

Healthy,

Cared for, and

Able to develop and enjoy life.

The UNCRC is important because lots of children around the world can’t enjoy their rights.  We will give you some examples.
What will you be drinking at lunch time?

More than 400 million children in the world do not have clean water to drink.

Toilets are something we take for granted!  More than 500 million children do not have access to hygienic toilet facilities.

We all look forward to going home at the end of each day. Each year more than 10 million children become refugees, driven from their homes by war and conflict.

All children in Britain have the right to go to school until the age of 16 and it doesn’t cost anything.  More than 120 million children in the world are missing out on primary school.

What’s your favourite TV programme?  More than 120 million children have never listened to the radio, watched television, read a newspaper or used a telephone.

	One of the things you were doing on Wednesday was ordering the rights as to how important you thought they were.  

Can anyone tell me what right they think is most important?

What right would most hate to lose?

What can we do so that all children in this school enjoy their rights?

Thinking about our link school in Malawi what can we do to help them learn about and enjoy their rights?  That might seem like a really hard thing to do but maybe some people have some ideas.

That means if you hold up one finger you did not really enjoy the day, 2 a little bit, 3 quite enjoyed it and learned something, 4 enjoyed it a lot and learned quite a lot in an interesting way and 5 you really, really enjoyed it and learned lots.
