Rights of The Child that link with Learning Programme Resources

Article 29 - Schools should help children develop their skills and personality fully, teach them about their own and other people’s rights, and prepare them for adult life.

Personal and social development programmes in schools as well as drama, music and art help raise awareness of the message to respect other cultures and to respect each other.

Article 30 - You have a right to enjoy your own culture, use your own language and practise your own religion.

In Scotland, there are many different communities and cultures with different languages, religions and ethnic identities.

Article 31 - You have a right to rest and play and to have the chance to join in a wide range of activities.

Turkey Red – The Jeely Eaters
Article 29 – within these resources there is a wealth of arts activities including drama, dance , music and arts. These are all inspired by the local textile heritage which has close historical links with India. 

Article 30 – this resource looks at stories from around the world that are told in textile designs and labels within West Dunbartonshire’s museum collection. 

Article 31- activities range from heritage walks to dyeing materials with natural dyes. They all improve health and wellbeing.

WW2 

Article 29- this resource looks at the moral implications of WW2. Pupils learn about the death, displacement and homelessness that occurred during Clydebank Blitz and how the war altered the lives of so many people. They learn about this in various ways such as visual arts and music.
Article 30 – This resource asks pupils to consider the leaders involved in WW2 and their actions. This includes Hitler whose regime persecuted Jews or any other race or person that they considered an enemy of the state. 
Article 31-pupils have a range of activities that they can do such as cooking using a Ministry of Food recipe and making a paper gas mask.
Shipbuilding

Article 29 – Drama activities based around shipyard memories. Drawing and photography of ships and shipyards comparing life in the past with today.
Article 30 – pupils are more aware of the history of their area and the influence the shipbuilding industry has had on the population. And the place that some of their family may have had in their local history instilling a sense of pride in them.
Article 31 – fun science experiments can be tried out that demonstrate how ship design including the effect of buoyancy work
The Victorians

Article 29 – There are drama, photography and art activities within this resource that focus on life in the past and the evidence of West Dunbartonshire’s Victorian past. 
Article 30 – In this resource pupils can read about the streets where they live and look at photographs of children in the streets. They can read about the growth of the local textile and shipbuilding industry that contributed to the growth in their town during Victorian times. Many people came from other countries to live in West Dunbartonshire to work in these industries. They could explore how their family came to live in West Dunbartonshire. 
Article 31- pupils can try copperplate writing, writing on a slate and other activities that Victorian children did. 
Climbing Trees
Article 29 – There are creative activities in this resource that looks at the Census and how it can be used to discover more about your family and your community. Pupils are encouraged to ask their classmates about their family history and draw them creating a portrait.
Article 30 – This resource focuses on a selection of local people listed in the Census of 1901. There is range of people chosen from a local worthy to a family who lived in Dumbarton. They give us a snapshot of how people lived in Dumbarton in 1901. Pupils will be aware of the history of their area and their place in it today.
Article 31 – Pupils are encouraged to delve into the archives at their local library to find out more about their area and perhaps their family. They are supplied with a family tree to complete. 
Little Blue and Little Yellow – resource for Early Years
Article 29 – This resource for Early Years focuses on emotional literacy in relationship to friendship using creative movement and games that relate to the story.   These include themed games and activities using a parachute and opportunities to interpret music through movement.
Article 30 – Difference and the acceptance of difference is an important theme in the story Little Blue and Little Yellow, that can explored with pupils.
Article 31- This resource is all about play and the activities developed reflect this (hide and seek, jumping games, playing in the park etc.).  Pupils have an opportunity to play together (parachute games) encouraging team work, and also to play individually, creating their own movements and designs with coloured ribbons.
