	Introduction -
· Discuss and revise with the pupils their knowledge of children’s rights – UNCRC. Remind them of assemblies etc. from last session. What can they remember about children’s rights?
Main activity -

· Discuss with the children that every child in the world is different. Each child is unique.
· Discuss unique and what it means.
· How is each of us unique? (Ideas like – character, interests, and name will hopefully come from this discussion!!)

· One of the rights of a child is the right to a name.
· Only someone who has a name can be called by others.Why do you think it is important to have a name?

·  Does anyone know what their name means? Why they were given that name? (Might be a good idea to look up meanings of some names on the internet and discuss?)
· Discuss with the children that they are going to create a poster of a large vase of flowers.

· The vase represents  the school or Primary 1

· Each flower represents one of the children in the class

· Children make their own flowers with a picture or drawing of their face in the centre and petals all around. If possible, each child’s name is written on to their flower. 

· The flowers are put together to form a bunch and then the bunch is stuck onto the poster. A child or the teacher can draw the vase that the flowers sit in.

Plenary –
Revise and discuss what children’s rights are and why it is important for every child to have a name.
Poster can be displayed.


	· Children can discuss why it is important that every child has a name.
