	Introduction -
· Discuss and revise with the pupils their knowledge of children’s rights – UNCRC. Remind them of assemblies etc. from last session. What can they remember about children’s rights?
Main activity -

· Discuss with the pupils the importance of education and the differences and similarities between their typical school day to that of a child in rural Tanzania or Malawi. 

· Identify Tanzania and Malawi on map.
· Discuss what the children already know about Malawi and our partner school Malavi Primary.
· There is a video on http://www.sendmyfriend.org/resources/  called Tanzania 2012: Three years with the girls of Arusha. I found it was very jumpy -it may work for you. It also highlights why girls did not previously go to school in Tanzania and were married young –may be too complicated for P2!

· PowerPoint in RRS folder in Staff shared called Malavi Primary – discuss pictures and text with children.-  what is different/similar to their lives in Scotland.
· Discuss reasons for pupils in Scotland not attending school –illness etc. Would this be the same in Malawi? Discuss reasons for pupils there not attending school – have to help at home; in fields; look after younger brothers and sisters due to parent working etc. 
· Look at Baby’s Day activity sheet. These chores would be very similar to those of many children who attend Malavi School. Task is to put the various things that Baby does in the correct order.

1. I wake up at 5 o’clock

2. I collect firewood

3. I light a fire

4. I make breakfast.

5. I walk to school

6. I learn English, Maths and Swahili

7. I get the beans ready for supper

8. I wash the dishes before I go to bed.

· Pupils then think about the things they usually do on a school day and fill in the My Day sheet.

Plenary –
Discuss the similarities and differences between school days amongst P2 children and with the children from Malawi and Tanzania.

	· Children can discuss the similarities and differences between education in Scotland and Malawi/Tanzania.
