	Introduction -
· Discuss and revise with the pupils their knowledge of children’s rights – UNCRC. Remind them of assemblies etc. from last session. What can they remember about children’s rights?
Main activity -

· Discuss with the pupils the importance of play. 

· Should all children be able to play?
· Does where you stay affect how you play?

· Is it possible to play with no toys?

· Using photographs from the Failte Malawi pack, ask the pupils to discuss what is happening in each picture. (Encourage the children to look closely at the images and look for clues.)
· In small groups, pupils note down what they can see in their given picture and what is happening in the picture. (Write using blue pen)
· Now ask the pupils to think about the similarities an between themselves and the child in the picture using the following prompts – 
· What are the children doing?
· Where are the children playing?
Where do you play?
· What are they playing with?
Do you have similar/ the same toys?
· What materials are the toys made from?
· Do you play a similar/the same game?
· Do you always need toys/equipment to play games?
· They should write these similarities in red pen. Encourage them to focus on exploring the toys and play in the image.
· Then, ask the pupils to think about what some of the differences are between themselves and the child in the photo and write it down using a black pen.
· Finally, ask the groups to think of two questions they would like to know about their photo and write them at the bottom of the paper.
· Each group can feedback to the rest of the class about what they have observed from their photo and what they wanted to know about it.
· Display the photo work around the room and draw out key similarities and differences the pupils have found in the photos. Discuss possible answers to the questions.
Plenary –
Encourage the children to see that all children play, that their toys are often similar but made from different materials and that we don’t always need toys to play.


	· Children can discuss the similarities and differences between toys and play in Scotland and Malawi.
