	Introduction -
· Discuss and revise with the pupils their knowledge of children’s rights – UNCRC. Remind them of assemblies etc. from last session. What can they remember about children’s rights?
Main activity -

· Discuss with the pupils how they created their Class Charter – discussion; decision making etc. Today they are going to help create a charter for the school playground. Why is this important?
· Split class into small groups to brainstorm ideas. Think about what rules are required both for pupils and staff to follow.

· Once children have had some time to discuss and note down ideas, ask children to report back. Note the ideas that are common to more than one group.
· From their ideas, children draw up a Playground Charter, thinking about how it will be displayed, the exact wording to ensure clarity etc. (Various examples have been included to give a starting point for discussion and for display.)

· Playground Charter is written up for display in all classes and in playground.
Plenary – pupils think about how they will be able to discuss and share their ideas for the Playground Charter with the rest of the school. Will any amendments be required? Get feedback from other classes.
